January 9, 2023

The City Council of the City of Milford met in Regular Session on Monday, January 9, 2023, in the Joseph Ronnie
Rogers Council Chambers at Milford City Hall, 201 South Walnut Street, Milford, Delaware.

Per the Limited Public Health Emergency Declaration issued by Governor John Carney on March 1, 2022, and the
virtual meeting provisions provided in Senate Bill 94, Milford City Council Meetings and Workshops are being
held in the Council Chambers at City Hall, with attendees also participating virtually.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD PRIOR TO MEETING

The Public Comment session commenced at 6:02 p.m.

An individual who signed up to speak about speed enforcement (inaudible) on South Walnut Street was denied due
to item not being on agenda.

Martha Gery of 13 Mill Street, Milford, representing Milford Advocacy for the Homeless read a letter into record
thanking the Mayor and Vice Mayor, and the Milford Police Officers who assisted with opening and manning the
Public Works Facility for seventeen displaced persons over the past weekend and asked the city to continue this
service as a partnership.

Matthew Sacks also thanked the city for providing this service for the homeless and to continue this service.

Jenn and Larry Lint (inaudible conversation).

Planner Rob Pierce gave an update on the South Walnut Street traffic study.

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Campbell called the Council Meeting to order at 6:12 p.m.

INVOCATION AND PLEDGE

The innovation was given by Councilmember Wilson, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL

All members in attendance.

APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

Included in the packet were minutes from the October 15, 2022 Council Retreat, November 16, 2022 Special
Council Meeting, November 28, 2022 and December 12, 2022 Council Meetings, and December 19, 2022 Special

Council Meeting. Motion made to approve by Councilmember Boyle, seconded by Councilmember Baer. Motion
carried.
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RECOGNITION

IT Director Bill Pettigrew introduced his newest employee Michael Smith as a member of the IT Team as a
Technical Support Specialist I-Police.

Later during the meeting, Acting Chief Edward Huey introduced Daniel Burgos as the newest member of the
Milford Police Department. Most recently he was employed by the Seaford Police Department though he started
his career as a Seasonal Officer in Rehoboth Beach.

STAFF REPORTS

Complete reports were included in the packet for Council and public review.

Police

Acting Police Chief Edward Huey provided some highlights in his report. He also spoke several proactive efforts
planned for the Behavioral Health Unit Specialists and hopes to acquire some additional grant funding that will be

available for this purpose.

Councilmember Boyle moved to accept the monthly police report, seconded by Councilmember James. Motion
carried.

City Clerk

Acting City Clerk Katrina White presented the City Clerk report highlighting the work being done to prepare for
the upcoming election in April.

Councilmember Boyle moved to accept the monthly city clerk report, seconded by Councilmember James. Motion
carried.

City Manager

The City Manager reviewed several items in his report, also mentioned in his departmental reports. He recognized
Charlie Nordberg and Brian Jester for their work over the weekend at public works.

Councilwoman Wilson asked that she be informed of any future collaborations that are being done with the
homeless, noting that she has been their face at the city for several years and is glad to see that a plan was finally
put together to benefit that population. However, she was very disappointed she was unable to assist in the
endeavor.

Public Works

Public Works Director Mike Svaby also provided a brief synopsis of his report and spoke about the changes at the
intersection of South Walnut and Southeast Front Street to a four-way stop.

Also included is an update on the construction of the police department facility.

Electric

Electric Director Tony Chipola updated Council on several ongoing projects occurring in his department.
He also reported on some recent power outages and updates to the infrastructure to correct those issues.

Director Chipola also assessed the city facilities in hopes of preventing any security or cyber-attacks on the electric
system.
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Planning Department

Planner Rob Pierce gave an overview of the yearly activity in his department, noting that the statistics have
decreased.

He also spoke about amendments to the Comprehensive Plan that have been submitted to the Office of State
Planning for their consideration.

When questioned who is responsible for issuing parking violations when vehicles are habitually parking on private
parking lawns, it was confirmed that his department addresses those items, though many involve parking on the
grass and street which is overseen by the police department.

Councilman James asked how long a property owner is given to clean up a property that has been demolished and
referenced the property on Church Street at one of the entrances into the city; Mr. Pierce said a permit is good for
twelve months though he believes they are in the process of cleaning the property as there are dumpsters on the
property. Councilman Culotta said there are also safety issues that need to be addressed quickly and most
municipalities ensure those sites are cleaned up promptly.

Human Resources

HR Director Jamesha Williams acknowledged the recent Holiday Party at the Milford Senior Center that she
oversaw. She also recognized Kent Milligan who received the ‘Rooster’ for several successful videos and
professional-grade photos he has taken since he was hired as a part-time employee this past year.

Parks & Recreation

Parks & Recreation Director Brad Dennehy recognized the new City Arborist who after six months continues to be
extremely busy working with the utility and public works departments.

A brick pavers project is underway to determine the issues that are causing and as a prevention effort to some unsafe
sidewalk problems.

He was also asked to check out some loose railing on the Riverwalk that appears to have been part of some work
that was recently completed in that area.

A status report of the pickleball project was also provided.

The lighted railing project has been awarded and the materials have been ordered with the start date contingent upon
the receipt of those materials.

Economic Development & Community Engagement

ED & CE Administrator Sara Bluhm reported on several projects that included Videographer Kent Milligan before
and after photos of the Penney Square building.

A video of Senior Corporal Timothy Webb’s walk out was created by him and was viewed by almost 380,000 views
last month.

When asked about a potential clothing store coming to Milford, she did contact a broker that does work with clothing
brands and retailers throughout the country though there was no site suitable in the area.

Ms. Bluhm also reported that Harbor Freight is under construction in a portion of the old Gordmans/Peebles
building.

Informational Technology



Council Meeting Page 4 of 10 January 9, 2023

IT Director Pettigrew reported the new IT Tech met earlier started on December 20™ after his clearance by DELJIS.
Though his primary duties will be at the police department, he will be assisting in other duties.

The ERP Tyler project is continuing with the training of city staff ongoing.

He also spoke about the progress of the PBX Cloud system implementation and recent testing as part of the final
preparation steps.

Finance

The USDA financing application for the new police facility was formally approved last month by Council with the
funding commitment and terms locked in.

The spending at the new facility will continue to be reported in his report. All but three of the seventeen contracts
continue to be active. Additional detail will follow.

Past due utility accounts spiked at the end of December. That was a mix of the holiday schedule and some colder
weather getting in the way of collection efforts.

When asked the timeline of the rate study, Director Vitola confirmed the electric rate study is the only active rate
study as those rates were in effect for three years beginning in FY 21. Solid waste, water and sewer are five-year
studies and will start sometime in FY24 to FY25.

He hopes to have the study complete as soon as possible to be able to provide those updates as the budget process
begins this spring.

Councilmember Wilson moved to accept the City Manager reports, seconded by Councilmember Boyle. Motion
carried.

MONTHLY FINANCE REPORT-November 2022

Director Vitola presented the Financial Reporting Package for the FYTD period ended November 30, 2022, as
follows:

The executive summary below highlights this month’s notable developments. The “Quick Reference” section of
this memo recaps key financial highlights and changes made in FY23 to help shorten the executive summaries. So
far, the only change made in FY23 is the August addition of a second appendix to report the progress on the new
Police Facility Construction Project in terms of the final budget versus actual spending. In this month’s report, the
appendix is found on page 7, following the existing appendix (ARPA).

As we approach the halfway mark, the utility funds continue to exceed expectations with strong results against
the seasonalized FY23 budget. All four utility funds are exceeding the YTD budget in terms of net surplus in
dollars while exceeding budgeted net surplus by 6.4% in total. Gross margin across all utilities is 2.0% lower
than the same period last year, but operating income was 1.5% higher to trim the negative variance in net
surplus to 0.5% versus the YTD results through November 2022. To be clear, utility revenue is up across the
board — for all four major utility funds, driven by higher volumes and rates — but expenses are increasing at
nearly the same rate, which preserves gross margin on a dollar basis, but which erodes gross margin as a
percentage. Gross margin was almost $0.2 million higher this period versus last period. Operating expenses
are lower versus the budget and prior year for all four utilities, but sewer operating expenses are particularly
lower, in part to the continued trend of low inflow and infiltration costs.

The results in the general fund are less positive than the enterprise funds, as YTD November results fall short
of the seasonalized FYTD budget in total and across all but one department, while performance lags in total
and in each departmental group compared to the same period last year. With December’s report coming on the
heels of the November report due to the holiday, additional analysis will be provided based on more current
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information for the first half year of general fund operations.

General fund operating cash receipts lagged disbursements in November which, combined with ARPA

funding, contributed to net cash outflows in November. The police facility construction continues to move

well; expenditures are being met primarily with the Bond Anticipation Note (BAN), as summarized in the Appendix
tracking project expenditures versus budget.

The complete report can be found in the Council packet.

Councilman James pointed out that he and Director Vitola has been working constantly on providing transparency
of information to the public and for Council to use for decision making. In particular, pages 1, 2, and 3 provide a
great picture of where the city stands as far as cash available, and project, plans and monies remaining. He thanked
the Director for turning that information to be read easily by our taxpayers.

Director Vitola also briefed Council on ARPA funding. The second tranche was received which will be spent
pursuant to ARPA regulations. There was a $250,000 in November that utilized ARPA funding. There was another
project related to audio visual equipment in the Council Chambers at a cost of $50,000 to be paid with ARPA funds,
though the additional CARES Act provided some additional funding and because that project was eligible, it freed
up another $50,000 for ARPA projects.

It was also noted that property tax collections started high with a jump in August which is much earlier than in the
past. There was a slight falloff in November, and we are currently at 96 to 97% collected which is not as high as
last year.

Councilmember James moved to accept the November 2022 finance report, seconded by Councilmember Boyle.
Motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS & CORRESPONDENCE
All communications are included in the packet including meeting invite notices.

Councilmember Baer reported there has been a release of air pollution and odor in the third ward and asked if Code
Enforcement can address it. Director Pierce will contact Seawatch though he is willing to contact DNREC about
the air pollution though he can reach out to other state environmentalists as well.

Councilmember James said this has been addressed by Seawatch previously and he assumes it was not a danger

though there can be an odor problem. He does not recall who was in touch with Seawatch though there was
communication with them.

Councilmember Wilson said one of our former Councilmembers was an employee at Seawatch and would handle
these complaints in the past. She suggests the City Manager contact them and inform them of the public’s
complaints. Mr. Whitfield said they are required to change out the biofilters from time to time and sometimes need
reminders which he will do.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Discussion/Options for Displaced Persons

Mayor Campbell provided a synopsis of a recent meeting regarding the homeless.

He also noted that because of the pallet city in Georgetown, everyone is expecting them to take all the homeless
population in this area. Unfortunately, they are only qualified to take forty or so people and there are a lot of

restrictions and rules in place.

Inaudible conversation taking place.
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Ms. Gery then spoke about the program and provided an update of what she is continuing to do and the relationship
with the police department. She added there are going to be some issues because some people do not want to come
in and many have mental issues. She appreciates the city’s help and the fact that because this is always being talked
about, there is a plan, and she continues to work with Brandywine every day.

Unfortunately, the same people that were serviced that night at public works are going to be displaced, and they
want nothing to do with the police because they know they are squatting.

Councilman James then spoke stating that not everyone is homeless because they choose to be. Some are victims
of circumstances. Anything this municipality can do would be helpful. He has been examining other municipalities
and it appears there has been a partnership between the nonprofit group, a for-profit enterprise, and the municipality.
None have been able to do it alone and he does not expect it to be different for the City of Milford.

Councilman Culotta said this is a bigger conversation. He agrees multiple partners are needed to make it work.
There are a lot of programs in place that needs to be considered and these people need to be aware of those programs.
He does understand there are some gaps in the system. There is a misconception that the homeless choose that
lifestyle which is not always the case.

However, he does not want to enable the situation either. He thinks that there may be some short-term programs,
whether it's a year or six months, and believes there are things in place that can help these people get on their feet
or be self-supportive.

The Councilman does think the use of the public works facility as a heating center over the holidays was a good
one. The Public Works Building serves the purpose of the public works offices, and this use was a nice way to
accomplish this service as a city. This can be talked about and what can be done in similar circumstances when the
temperatures get too cold and not as an everyday use.

He is willing to help but also does not want to enable the situation either which is his concern.

Councilmember James said that Milford is looking at the model in Georgetown though he does not want to
misrepresent this. In many people’s mind, they think that the Town of Georgetown is administering this. Instead,
there is an organization called Springboard LLC that is the umbrella who is administering pallet city, per say, along
with First State Community Action, that has the wraparound services for case management including feeding, etc.
As aresult, the nonprofit is administering the functions and the case management and taking the people through the
programs to get them into the program. There are a number of steps along the way and are assessed for 45 to 90
days to evaluate the progress

If they find a job, they then can pay rent. And now they can be reintroduced back into society on a path to
independent living and that is the goal.

Discussion continued with the public/private partnership being the preferred method of aiding this population.

Mayor Campbell said the entire State of Delaware is watching what occurs in Georgetown to see how this pans out
as Milford will do as well.

NEW BUSINESS
Authorization/City Solicitor/Moore & Rutt Agreement

City Manager Whitfield referenced the retainer agreement with Moore and Rutt included in the packet indicating it
was discussed this past May when the agreement was awarded to David Rutt, and this memorializes that agreement.

Councilmember Fulton moved to authorize City retain Moore & Rutt and/or Rutt for an annual sum of $90,000.00
to be paid by City monthly at the rate of $7,500.00 for the upcoming year, plus any direct costs incurred by Rutt or
Moore & Rutt in its representation of the City and to enter into separate Retainer Agreements with Rutt and Moore
& Rutt for duties performed for the purchase or sale of real property, and for any litigation matters for which Rutt
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or Moore & Rutt will be required to enter an appearance as counsel for the City with a State or Federal Court sitting
in the State of Delaware. Motion seconded by Councilmember Culotta. Motion carried.

Authorization/Budget Adjustment IT/Virtualization Efforts

Finance Director Vitola recommends City Council reallocate $70,000 of the $75,000 authorized in the FY23-27
CIP for cabling upgrades to ongoing virtualization efforts. IT Director Pettigrew has completed an initial review
of the City’s most pressing technology needs vis a vis the current budget and has determined that the City’s critical
operations would benefit more by redirecting the funding authorized for the cabling project toward server
virtualization.

The FY23-27 CIP includes $75,000 for cabling upgrades. Department-level budget notes suggest that the funding
was requested to allow for cabling upgrades should a planned review of infrastructure reveal that one or more of
the City’s facilities revealed cabling problems. However, only minor needs have materialized, and the majority of
funding would be better served if redirected to more critical operations.

IT is recommending City Council reallocate $70,000 authorized in the FY23-27 CIP for cabling upgrades to ongoing
virtualization efforts.

Councilmember James moved to reallocate $70,000 in the FY23-27 CIIP for cabling upgrades to ongoing
virtualization efforts, as requested, seconded by Councilmember Wilson. Motion carried.

Authorization/Budget Adjustment/Electric/Transformer Maintenance

As discussed in his monthly report, Electric Director Chipola is requesting the authorization of an adjustment to the
FY23 operating budget of $60,000 to support the cost of materials, parts, and contract services to address
deficiencies identified during a recent visual inspection and oil analysis. Sufficient reserves are available in the
electric fund.

Recent chemical analyses at Delivery 1 Substation identified four (4) pieces of oil filled equipment with
unacceptable results:

e T1 showed signs of insulating oil degradation resulting in unacceptable power factor ratings, and interfacial
tension.

¢ Inhibitor content was also lower than then accepted concentration levels.
Three (3) Voltage Regulators also exhibited signs of oil degradation and increased levels of contaminates.

e T2 Filter press valve needs to be replaced as there was indication of it not being fully sealed and showing
signs of weeping.

Councilmember James moved to authorize an adjustment to the FY23 operating budget of $60,000 from electric
fund reserves for materials, parts, and contract services to remedy the identified deficiencies and avoid potential
equipment damage and electrical outages, seconded by Councilmember Baer. Motion carried.

When asked about the transformer supply chain, Director Chipola provided Council with information on various
manufacturers concluding that the time frame has improved.

Authorization/Budget Adjustment/Electric CIP/Broadband Feasibility Study
The following request was submitted for Council consideration as discussed by Finance Director Vitola:

The FY23 Operating Budget authorized $35,000 for the City’s Strategic Plan Update (the “Update”) and $50,000
from the approved FY23-27 CIP for a Broadband Feasibility Study (the “Study”). Expenses related to the Update
are expected to be under budget by $15,000. While the Study itself was under budget by $1,300, additional costs
related to market research totaled $12,092, requiring additional funds netting to $10,792. Because the two initiatives
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are inter-related and the total amount authorized across the budget lines are sufficient to meet the total costs for both
projects, staff recommend a budget transfer of $10,792 from the Update to the Study.

Per the Limited Public Health Emergency Declaration issued by Governor John Carney on March 1, 2022, and the virtual
meeting provisions provided in Senate Bill 94, Milford City Council Meetings and Workshops are being held in the Council
Chambers at City Hall, with attendees also participating virtually.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD PRIOR TO MEETING

No one signed up in advance of the meeting, as is required.

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Campbell called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.

INVOCATION AND PLEDGE

The innovation was given by Councilmember Wilson, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

RECOGNITION

None mentioned.

PUBLIC COMMENTS/PUBLIC HEARINGS

Adoption/Ordinance 2023-01

Code of the City of Milford/Chapter 55
Personnel Code Amendment

Police Special Duty

City Manager Whitfield said that he asked Labor Attorney Mike Stafford to draft the ordinance that only impacts the
Lieutenants in the police department and excludes the Captain and Chief of Police, as well as those covered under the
bargaining agreement.

Attorney Mike Stafford was present at the request of the City Manager.

Councilman James questioned the meaning of “Special Duty” means work done under contract with a third party-vendor
that requires police officers for special events or activities not be part of the officer’s regular duties and not paid in full or
part by the City. There was an indication that the language was correct.

When asked the reason captains were not included, Mr. Stafford said that is a policy choice. In Newark, the Chief and other
high-ranking officers are unable to work special duty. Those highly compensated exempt employee/officers are always on
duty. However, it is a policy choice but the most highly compensated officers in the department who work on the side was
not the intention with special duty intended more for the rank and file. Again, it is a policy choice.
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The floor was open to public comment. No one responded in person or online. The floor was then closed.

Councilman Boyle moved to adopt Ordinance 2023-01 amending Chapter 55 of the Code of the City of Milford by adding
a Police Special Duty section, seconded by Councilman Fulton. Motion carried.

Adoption/Ordinance 2023-02 - Conditional Use

Application of Collins Bowers Investments, LLC

0.40 +/- acres located along the east side of Lakeview Avenue between Kings Highway and Sussex Avenue
Comprehensive Plan Designation: Low Density Residential

Zoning District: R-1 (Single-family Residential District)

Present Use: Single-family Detached Dwelling

Proposed Use: Single-family Detached Dwelling with an Accessory Dwelling Unit

Tax Parcel: 1-30-3.08-008.00

City Planner Rob Pierce read the staff report that was included in the packet also described above. The applicant proposes
to convert an existing 20 x 40 detached garage into an accessory cottage which requires conditional use approval from City
Council. He also read excerpts from the City Code related to access noting the plan meets the parking requirements for the
dwelling and accessory dwelling. There are two accesses on the property.

The property is located primarily in a residential area though the former Milford Memorial Hospital and current Wellness
Village to the rear and east of this property, as well as an existing veterinary clinic to its south.

Planning Director Pierce noted the survey and again reviewed the accesses and parking areas, narrative from the applicant
related to the plan, and a copy of the zoning code requirements.

The notice was published in the Delaware State News on January 3, 2023, and property owners within 200 ft mailed a
notice. The site was also posted with a Public Hearing sign.

There is a requirement that any accessory building be located five feet from the side property line or meet the minimum
setback requirement for accessory building and this application did not meet the requirement and needed a Board of
Adjustment variance which was approved earlier in January.

The Planning Commission heard the application on January 17, 2023, and recommended approval by a vote of 7 to zero.

Tanner Bowers of 10 Commerce Street, Harrington, Delaware will be living at the property and explained he is doing
substantial renovations to the home and garage at 304 Lakeview Avenue. His plan is to modify the space above the garage
into a studio apartment. There is more than 700 square feet to comfortably fit an apartment and still have a suitable amount
of room in the garage below. There is room for at least four off-street parking spaces in the rear of the property that will
service the apartment and room for over five off street parking spaces in the front of the property that will service the main
house.

Parking areas to garage and home are accessed from different streets so there will be no conflict. He also received a letter
from Dr. Mallory Alexander who supported the application and is closest in proximity to the accessory dwelling. All other
neighbors supported the application as well.

He noted there will be no change to the character of the neighborhood because it is an existing building.

Tyler Nichols of 413 Kings Highway, Milford, is the brother-in-law of the applicant though his home is seven across the
street from this residence. He favors the plan noting the amount of money he has put into the project. When they looked
at the home it been vacant for many years and believes the approval will allow him to continue the renovations.

Planner Pierce then read a letter of support from Dr. Mallory Alexander for the variance and project for an apartment
dwelling, in addition to the main dwelling. It noted this property was once neglected and Mr. Nichols plans are to
reinvigorate the property to its full potential.
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There was a clarification that the property, which is in an LLC at the present time, must be transferred into his personal
name and must be owner-occupied before the Accessory Dwelling Unit Certificate of Occupancy would be issued.

Councilman James asked if there is a time limit the property must be owner occupied or into perpetuity; Planner Pierce
stated that one of the two units would have to be owner-occupied forever or it would have to be converted back to an
accessory building. That is recorded on the deed so that anyone later purchasing the property would have notification of
that requirement.

Councilman James also mentioned this was the intent of the ordinance when it was adopted and is excited to see this type
of work continue.

The floor was open to public comment. No one responded and the floor was closed.

Councilmember Fulton moved to adopt Ordinance 2023-02 to allow a Conditional Use for the application of Collins Bowers
Investments, LLC, seconded by Councilmember Culotta. Motion carried by the following unanimous roll call vote of 8 to
0:

Wilson-votes yes, it meets all the qualifications and the variance approved, as well as receiving Planning Commission
recommended approval.

James-votes yes, the applicant has done this by the book and checked every box, and with the support of the surrounding
neighbors and it will be a great project.

Fulton-votes yes, it is great to see people taking the time and money to improve the neighborhood.

Samaroo-votes yes because it meets the requirements of the zoning code and has the 7 to zero recommendation of the
Planning Commission.

Marabello-votes yes because of the approval by the Planning Commission of 7 to zero and it is an improvement to the
neighborhood.

Boyle-votes yes and paraphrase what Councilman James said about when this ordinance was passed with this a classic
example of the intent of the ordinance and redevelops the neighborhood and provides additional medium income housing
and basically improves all areas in that part of town.

Fulton-votes yes it meets the requirements of the ADU and is a good step and is exactly what we had in mind as was pointed
out. Also, because the deed restriction will be placed on the property so that way the future owner will know that exists and
what their limitations are. Also, for the owner-occupation purpose.

Culotta-votes yes for many of the same reasons stated and this is great in that it follows the idea of accessory dwelling units
and the importance of them being in the city and he believes this is the second official ADU. He looks forward to I and he
enjoys the work the Bowers and Collins group does to the various homes in Milford and thanks them.

Adoption/Ordinance 2023-03 - Change of Zone

Application of Growmark FS, Inc.

4.865 +/- acres of land located along the south side of NE Front Street between NE Fourth and NE East Streets
Comprehensive Plan Designation: Commercial

Present Zoning District: I-2 (General Industrial District) Proposed Zoning District: C-3 (Highway Commercial District)
Present Use: Office Proposed Use: Office and Vacant Lot

Tax Parcel: MD-16-183.10-04-27.00

City Planner Rob Pierce read the staff report that was included in the packet also described above. The change of zone is
for approximately 4.8 acres from [-2 General Industrial District to C-3 Highway Commercial District. The property contains
an existing office building, and the owner proposes to subdivide the property into two parcels sectioning out the office
building from the residential vacant piece which will be reviewed by Mr. Pierce administratively.

The Change of Zone request is consistent with the adopted 2018 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use maps that shows it
as commercial, for which the C3 district as a suitable zoning designation. Future use of the property must comply with
Chapter 230 and the C-3 zoning use and area regulations.

He referenced the maps and the area showing the Growmark FS office buildings, as well as the other area uses, and site
plan, all included in the packet.

The notice was published in the Delaware State News on January 3, 2023, and mailed to property owners within 200 feet.
A public notice sign was also posted at the site.
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The Planning Commission reviewed the application recommending approval by a vote of 6 to zero, with one member
recusing themselves from any discussion or action.

Merestone Consultant Robert Nash of 634 Abbott Drive, Milford, presented the application on behalf of Growmark FS. He
shared the property at one time was a fertilizer plant, which was not a good use on the river. At some point, that was moved
to State Route 14 and the office was completed on this site. In the event approval is granted for the change of zone, which
was needed for some time, because it was an industrial use in the middle of C3 zoning properties. Upon approval, a
subdivision will be completed to the east of the office.

This seems to be more housekeeping because the industrial use does not fit in the C3 zoning area.
The floor was open to public comment.

Dan Perez, owner of River Lights Caf¢, stated that the subdivision and asked Mr. Nash to explain. What he said about the
history is 90% correct though his tax office is right next to this. He asked for more information and asked if it will be broken
down into offices. But depending on the use, he would like some additional information, such as heavy trucks being moved
in and out of the area.

Mr. Nash said he is unaware of any plans at this point, though he believes that office space will also fit, though there is a
possibility of real estate as well. They are aware of the flood zone and any structure would need to comply with those
regulations as well as DelDOT, the Conservation District, and the Fire Marshall regulations.

Director Pierce stated that he wants Mr. Perez to understand this will be changed to commercial, not industrial, which is the
current zoning.

Councilman Fulton referred to the present zoning, noting that the heavy trucks would be allowed in that district. Planning
Pierce pointed out that any development would still require future approvals and an opportunity for the public to review and
make comments during those hearings.

Councilmember Marabello questioned and Mr. Nash confirmed there is a present office on the property that has been used
by Growmark FS. No other plans for office buildings are proposed at this time.

Michael Layton of 531 Dr. Smith Road, Harrington, Delaware, was online stating he is Growmark FS LLC’s Manager,
Safety and Environment Manager and has some operational duties at the Milford property. He stated that his predecessor
Norm Hamstead had previously thought the property was zoned commercial. This is an attempt to get the property in the
correct zoning and in compliance with the City’s comprehensive plan. There are no current deals or contracts on the table,
though there has been interest expressed. Correcting the zone will allow this to occur, though any development will be
going through the Planning Commission with future hearings as was previously stated.

There being no further interested persons to speak, the public comment session was closed.

Councilmember Fulton moved to adopt Ordinance 2023-03, changing the zone of the Growmark FS LLC site from industrial
to commercial C3.

Marabello-votes yes based on the Planning Commission’s recommendation vote of 6 to zero with the one recusal. He hopes
the owner takes into consideration Mr. Perez’s café in this area.

Boyle-votes yes noting the plan is consistent with the comp plan future land use map. It makes sense to change the industrial
zone to a C3 zone and is in line with the commercial area and similar uses surrounding it.

Fulton-votes yes adding it is consistent with the 2018 vetted and reviewed comp plan and recognized Mr. Perez’ main
concern of large and heavy trucks, though industrial zone allows the heavier traffic, and this action may quell some of his
misgivings.

Culotta-votes yes based on the recommendation of the Planning Commission.

Wilson-votes yes based on the recommendation of the Planning Commission, and this is matter of cleaning up the zone and
correcting it. It makes sense for potential businesses to come into this area.

James-votes yes, this change of zone places this piece of property in conformity with the 2018 comp plan future land use.
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map and anything planned for this property would have to confirm to the C3 zoning regulations.

Baer-votes yes it makes total sense regarding the city’s comprehensive plan, and he also supports Planning Commission’s
vote of 6 to zero.

Samaroo-votes yes based on the Planning Commission’s recommendation of six to zero.

Adoption/Ordinance 2023-04 - Preliminary Conditional Use
Application of Masten Circle, LLC

2.39 +/- acres of land located along the east side of E. Masten Circle
Comprehensive Plan Designation: Industrial

Zoning District: I-1 (Limited Industrial District)

Present Use: Vacant Proposed Use: Flex Office/Warehouse

Tax Parcel: MD-16-183.00-01-08.00

Planner Pierce read the staff report included in the council packet as described above.

The applicant proposes to construct two 9,400 square foot flex style storage buildings as shown on the preliminary site
plans. Chapter 230-45 states in all zoning districts, multiple permitted uses or mixed use of a property shall be deemed a
conditional use subject to special requirements.

Based on the information presented, the City of Milford Code, and the Comprehensive Plan, staff submitted a request for
the Preliminary Conditional Use Site Plan. The applicant is seeking a waiver from the bicycle parking facility requirement
that was added to the last zoning code amendment, outlined under Chapter 230-20(M) due to the property’s industrial nature.
Other than the bicycle waiver request, the Preliminary Site Plan meets the minimum standards to Chapter 230 Zoning and
Chapter 200 Subdivision of Land. The plans have been reviewed for general compliance with the City’s Standard
Construction Specifications.

He also acknowledged the conditional use application requirements, agency review comments, location map, and a property
line adjustment completed by the previous owner.

The preliminary site plans were also included, and other related documents, all of which were also available in the packet.

The public notice was published on January 3, 2023, in the Delaware State News, mailed to property owners within 200
feet, and a sign posted at the site.

The Planning Commission recommended approval of the application, along with the waiver of the bicycle parking facility
requirement, at their January 17, 2023 meeting.

Eric Wahl, Senior Landscape Architect and Alan Decktor, Professional Engineer of Pennoni Associates were in attendance
to present the application. Property owner Timothy Hoover of Masten Circle LLC was also present.

Mr. Wahl shared this is a 2.39-acre property on the east side of East Masten Circle zoned I1 under the industrial district.
They are proposing two 9,400 square feet flex office warehouse buildings that requires a conditional use.

The building will be built as a shell, but the plans show six units per building. Each unit has an entry door and a 12-foot
garage door. Forty parking spaces are required with fifty-four provided.

The grading and landscaping plans were also described by Mr. Wahl.
Individual agency reviews and approvals were discussed, though final comments have not yet been received from the Kent
Conservation District. The City Engineer has reviewed the plan and comments addressed. Outstanding items will be

addressed during the construction phase.

A waiver has been requested for the bicycle parking due to no bicycle paths connecting to this area and no designated
bicycle lanes on Masten Circle.

The City Engineer recommended approval of the preliminary plan as well as the Planning Commission.
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It was clarified the Subdivision Code states that the bicycle parking racks are required or encouraged for any redevelopment
or development.

Councilman Boyle pointed out that bicycle lanes are being added to the upcoming Route 113 construction plan. He does
not believe the bicycle trend will continue and no everyone can afford a vehicle and instead uses bicycles. He asked the
applicant to reconsider that waiver request.

Mr. Wahl stated that at the Planning Commission meeting last week, another item of safety came up and because there are
a lot of heavy vehicles on Masten Circle which also played a role in the lack of bicycle traffic in the area.

The floor was opened for public comment. No one in attendance or online wished to comment.

Nina Pletcher of 428 South Walnut Street stated she agrees with Councilman Boyle that a bicycle rack should be installed
and that big trucks using that area would be a deterrent. It sounds to her like a safety issue, and it is probably not the
responsibility of this organization to worry about safety. But the people who need to get to locations to work and if biking
is the way, there is a need for a place to park their bicycles safely and soundly.

Planner Pierce explained that five plus one for every parking space is required. City Council has the right to waive the
bicycle parking requirement if demonstrated the bicycle parking would not be appropriate in consideration of the use of the
site.

There being no further comments, the public comment session was officially closed.

Councilmember Fulton moved to grant a preliminary conditional use and adopt Ordinance 2023-04, excluding the bicycle
parking waiver, seconded by Councilmember Boyle.

The roll call vote failed by the following roll call vote of 4 to 5:

Wilson-votes no and if there becomes a need for a place for bicycles to park, she feels the company would provide that need
based on that. But to start out, she does not think it should be something dictated by the city as this point.

James-votes no and believes that if there was a reason for a waiver of the bicycle rack, this would be it. He thinks to the
spirit of why the waiver was put into existence as read by the City Planner, then this fits the criteria for a waiver.
Baer-votes yes and he prefers to encourage more biking in the city.

Samaroo-votes no based on safety reasons.

Marabello-votes yes to not removing the waiver and he also encourages bicycling. If it doesn’t pan out, the city can ask
that it be changed, but it will not hurt it there.

Boyle-votes yes and this aligns with our bicycle plan that will encourage bicycle use, and the construction of the bike path
on Route 113 will begin this week, which is a major road near this circle and will encourage more bicycle use as well.
Fulton-votes yes and believes that a bicycle rack would be appropriate for people to bike to work considering we have a
Boys and Girls Club down the road with no bike lanes with heavy traffic that goes past Walmart, and they have bike racks
out there.

Culotta-votes no on the motion as it stands because we are getting hung up on a bike rack when there is an opportunity to
add more businesses and job creation in Milford which is the whole point of the industrial park out there in this location.
He is happy with what is being proposed and he does not think getting hung up on whether a bike rack is needed or not. If
the businesses that lease those spaces feel the need to add a bike rack, they will do that.

The vote of Council being 4 to 4, Mayor Campbell’s vote was needed to break the tie. He voted no and agrees that if a
company believes there is a need for a bike rack to be installed, he is confident they will do so.

Councilmember Culotta then moved to adopt Ordinance 2023-04 with approval of the bicycle parking waiver, seconded by
Councilmember James.

Motion carried by the following 5 to 4 roll call vote:

Wilson-votes yes and the industrial park should be able to go forth without any stipulations at this time.

James-votes yes and as mentioned that if there was an area in a project for a waiver of the bicycle rack, this would meet the
criteria.

Baer-votes no and he does not think it is a big deal to ask for a bike rack to be installed at this new development site.
Samaroo-votes yes and agrees with Councilmembers Wilson and James’ reasons.

Marabello-votes no and agrees with Councilman Baer that it is not a big deal to install a bike rack.

Boyle-votes no and believes based on our bicycle plan and encourages the use of bicycles.

Fulton-votes no and he does not think a bicycle rack is a big ask for a company putting in large warehouses and expecting
employees to be able to go to work and not necessarily burn gas if employing local residents.

Culotta-votes yes and he is all for voting as everyone here. He believes we do not need to get hung up on this and if a
bicycle rack is needed, they will put it in.

Due to a 4 to 4 tie, Mayor Campbell votes yes because it is easy to put a bicycle rack in and he would feel bad if the company
did not do that and it was needed by employees.

COMMUNICATIONS & CORRESPONDENCE
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The notices included in the packet were referenced. Council was asked to contact the City Clerk’s Office if anyone wishes
to attend any of the events.

Councilmember James thanked the property owner, and any staff that may have been involved, for the cleanup of the
demolished property at the end of Church Street discussed at the last Council meeting.

MONTHLY FINANCE REPORT — DECEMBER 2022

Finance Director Lou Vitola stated the finance statements for the first half of the year are included in the packet. Recalling
from the discussion in November, cash dipped somewhat for the first time in a while though it did somewhat rebound in
December.

Part of that was property transfers that occurred in November though the realty transfer taxes were received in December.

There were also strong receipts coming through permits and other development activities that's primarily due to the Food
Bank. That was slightly more than $.5 million and that trend should continue in January, if not February, with the receipt
of bond bill funding. There is $1.4 million dollars in projects and bond bill funding.

There has been some spending that will be swept into the general fund.

Utilities continue to be strong, except for electric. He is only referring to the gross margin as a percentage in electric that's
being squeezed as a function of the rising wholesale power costs over and above the budget. That should be delivering the
same dollars in terms of gross margin, though mathematically it is a smaller percentage.

Water sewer, and solid waste our all performing strongly in terms of both dollars and gross marginal as a percentage.
Electric is behind in gross margin but not as nearly as you would think looking at the percentage.

That should stabilize toward the second half of the year now that we have the wholesale rates in place. No additional PCA
is expected for the remaining fiscal year or the first half of DEMEC’s calendar budget.

The general fund was underperforming through November and into December, but it has improved. Two of the four
departmental groups have turned positive versus the budget. They were somewhat mixed versus last year.

A couple of adjustments needed to be made related to the seasonalization of the budget though that will continuously
improve as we proceed.

The sewer fund and police fees on page one of the report show a bump, which Director Vitola said that the sewer fund is
just due to operating performance. 1&I had a low month. It has an annualized budget of $55,000 a month and was only
$24,000 plus this month. That accounts for $30,000 of that.

On the police side in the on the police and general government facilities fund, most of that is Food Bank at the permit stage.
The rest of lines are affected by those fees as well.

The impact of the Indian River plant is approximately $400,000 to all customers over the next five years and is affecting
the electric margin.

When questioned about what type of parking enhancements are occurring, in fiscal 22, there was 60,000 and $80,000
budgeted for resurfacing the city's municipal lots. The costs have since increased and additional dollars were added for one
or two lots this year. There is a grand total in FY23.

When asked about the general fund and tax income, Director Vitola said the vast majority of the fiscal 23 levy has been
collected and is over 97%. He will have an update at the first February meeting.

He noted that a check received one day and is posted to the utility account. It is deposited either the same day or the
following day, but it depends on the length of time it takes to clear the bank.

When asked about a 48-hour turnaround, he explained that if the billing department receives 4,000 tax payments within a
day or two, it takes staff longer to turn through them. Also, some checks will be delivered to a city hall, or the finance

building and then are manually turned over to the billing group where they are then posted, and then deposited.

On average, the checks received on a normal business day, are posted, and are deposited into the bank that day of posting,
or the next day.

It was noted that “FHY” on the report is an abbreviation for “fiscal half year”.

Councilmember James moved to accept the monthly December 2022 finance report, seconded by Councilmember Baer.
Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Introduction/Ordinance 2023-06/Chapter 26/Enhancement Funds

City Manager Whitfield said this ordinance is the result of Council’s direction during a recent discussion of the new fire
districts that will be providing services within the City of Milford.

In addition, there was a new sentence added this afternoon that states The City Council, at its sole discretion, may utilize
the funds for any fire safety purpose it so deems reasonable.

Ordinance 2023-06 is scheduled for public comments and final action by Council at the next meeting on February 13, 2023.
Authorization/Milford Corporate Center/Becker Morgan Contract
The Planner read the following memo to City Council, also included in the packet:

On February 14, 2022, City Council authorized the execution of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Tsionas
Management Company, Inc and NAI Emory Hill Real Estate Services, Inc. for the development of the Milford Corporate
Center located on the Fry property. Phase I of the MOU includes professional assistance with the development of a concept
master plan and evaluation of off-site improvements.

On February 28, 2022, City Council authorized the execution of a contract for engineering services to Becker Morgan Group
to produce a concept master plan for the Milford Corporate Center.

On August 8, 2022, City Council reviewed the preliminary concept plan prepared by the development team prior to
scheduling the public workshop and submitting for State of Delaware Preliminary Land Use Service (PLUS) review. A
PLUS hearing was held on August 24, 2022, with State agencies and we are awaiting PLUS comments.

On October 10, 2022, City Council authorized engineering service contracts with Becker Morgan Group in the amounts of
$210,000 and $313,000 for the design and permitting of onsite construction improvements and anticipated DelDOT road
and right-of-way improvements. The contracts excluded the cost for a new Transportation Impact Study (TIS).

On November 28, 2022, City Council authorized an amendment to the engineering agreement with Becker Morgan Group
in the amount of $28,000 for the preparation of a Traffic Impact Study.

Engineering Services Contract — Environmental, Geotechnical, and other Reimbursable Expenses
The engineering contract executed with Becker Morgan Group excluded costs associated with environmental and

geotechnical testing performed by Becker Morgan’s third-party vendors. The subdivision design requires a wetland
delineation for a small portion of land located in the northeast section of the property and soil borings will be needed to
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determine road design and stormwater management design. The anticipated costs for these services are approximately
$22,000. Staff is requesting an additional $10,000 to cover costs associated with agency permit submissions, vehicle and
mileage reimbursement, printing materials and other miscellaneous reimbursable expenses not specifically covered in the
contract executed with Becker Morgan.

When questioned, Planner Pierce confirmed that all costs of these agreements will be reimbursed through the sale of lots in
the new business park.

Councilman Fulton questioned the recommendation by Planner Pierce to authorize the appropriation of $32,000 and
suggested it be reworded to ‘up to’ $32,000 from general fund reserves to cover the costs associated with anticipated third-
party expenses related to those engineering services Geotechnical services and other anticipated expenses.

Planner Pierce explained it was worded that way because he did not want to come back and ask Council for a large sum of
money at the end of the project.

Councilmember Fulton moved to authorize the appropriation of up to $32,000 from General Fund Reserves to cover the
costs associated with anticipated third-party expenses for environmental services, geotechnical services and other
anticipated reimbursable expenses associated with the design of the Milford Corporate Center. All project costs related to
the acquisition, development and sale of Milford Corporate Center lots, net of all grant funding received for the specific
purpose of offsetting project costs, shall be recovered through lot sales, and returned on a pro rata basis to the internal
funding sources leveraged to support such project costs. Councilmember James seconded the motion. Motion carried with
the change so noted.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Councilmember Fulton moved to go into Executive Session reference the below statutes, seconded by Councilmember
Wilson:

Personnel-Pursuant to 29 Del. C. §10004(b)(9) Personnel matters in which the names, competency and abilities of
individual employees or students are discussed.

Mayor Campbell recessed the Council Meeting at 7:27 p.m. for the purpose as is permitted by the Delaware Freedom of
Information Act.

At 7:57 p.m., Councilmember Marabello moved to return to Open Session, seconded by Councilmember Wilson. Motion
carried.

Chapter 26 — Enhancement Funds

Based on the current City municipal boundary and the Urban Growth Boundary shown in the
City’s adopted Comprehensive Plan, properties within the City are currently served by two
volunteer fire companies (Carlisle and Houston) and could eventually be served by up to three
separate volunteer fire companies (Carlisle, Houston and Ellendale).

Staff recommends removing references to a specific fire company in the title of the
enhancement fund and making the charge a generic fire company fee.

ARTICLE III. Powers of the City-Council and Mayor
Chapter 26-Enhancement Funds

WHEREAS, the Charter of the City of Milford (“City”) authorizes City Council (“Council”) to
provide for the organization of a fire department and to contribute such amounts of money as
deemed appropriate and necessary for the prevention or extinguishment of fires; and

WHEREAS, the costs of providing fire protection and life safety services continues to increase
and the ordinance was created to find an alternative method of supplementing those expenses;
and

WHEREAS, at the time of its origination, Carlisle Fire Company was the sole volunteer fire
organization serving the residents and businesses within the City of Milford; and

WHEREAS, as the City continues to expand its boundaries, City Staff recommends the
enhancement fee created by Chapter 26 of the Code of the City of Milford no longer be restricted
for use exclusively by the Carlisle Fire Company; and

WHEREAS, upon the effective date of this ordinance, any funds collected for the outlined
purposes under Chapter 26 shall be shared among those fire districts within its jurisdiction and
specifically assigned to the volunteer fire company whose service district in which the
enhancement fee was collected to be distributed after proper application and Council approval.

NOW THEREFORE, the City of Milford hereby ordains:

Section 1. Part I Administrative Legislative Chapter 26 Enhancement Funds of the Code of the
City of Milford is hereby amended.

§ 26-1. Surcharges authorized.

Enhancement Funds shall be funded by means of surcharges on the construction costs as
indicated on the applications for building permits issued by the City, as outlined in this chapter.
Said surcharges shall be paid to and collected by the City as are all other building permit fees for
new construction projects, expansion projects or other building projects that increase building
size. Enhancement Fund surcharges shall not be required, billed or collected on permits for
residential accessory structures, renovations, replacements or similar work that does not increase
the building size.

The following input represents a high-level list of activities and accomplishments for the month of January
2023.

Director’s Office

e Intersection and Street Conversion — under an effort to turn traffic signal control over to
DelDOT, the intersections of S Walnut/SW Front as well as S Walnut and Causey Ave are under
review for signal elimination instead. February 28 is the target date of change for these
intersections to switch from live signals to four-way flash/stop signs. The effectiveness of this
traffic control means will be evaluated for up to a year, and if successful, made permanent. A
simultaneous effort with the same effective date will change SW Front from a one-way westward
traffic flow to two-way. This second change will ultimately be necessary to accommodate
maintenance of traffic control that will be needed when DelDOT undertakes a rebuild of the SW
Front Street Bridge, a DelDOT-owned structure that currently has a traffic weight limit of 3 tons,
but is also identified on DelDOT’s bridge inventory as substandard.

o Efficiency Smart (E/S) - a group of us in PW met with ES to discuss an audit and analysis of the
City’s Fleet to identify opportunities for EV’s as replacement or expansion vehicles. Under a
Grant Program offered by the DE Strategic Energy Utility (newly named Energize DE), the cost
of the analysis, replacements and charging stations are eligible for reimbursement. The Program
is on a rolling cycle that expires when the $5M of funding escrowed by Energize DE is consumed
by grantees. An application for the analysis is underway to be submitted in February.

e Kent County SAB - [ met multiple times with the Kent County Sewer Advisory Board. January
is the beginning of Kent County’s budget process, part of which includes their sewer enterprise
budget. The SAB is preparing to make a recommendation about the budget prospective proposed
by Kent County staff, one that will likely involve a multiple year rate increase (i.e., 10% per year
over 3 years) . This proposal passed a Board vote by a count of 4-3, with Smyrna, Dover and
Milford voting against it due to the enterprise fund having a reserve balance of ~§26M. This
amount represents an entire year’s operating budget for the sewer fund. The final presentation will




be given to Levy Court on Feb 21. I plan on attending and submitting comments against the
proposal of 10% per year for 3 years.

Police Dept project - Attended job meetings, filed monthly Department of Labor report for US
Census, reviewed transmittals and progress payments for the PD Building project. Roof work is
nearly complete. Entrance and front site grade with bike/ped path are nearly complete. PW will
be meeting with dispatch personnel in February to coordinate equipment and furniture ordering.

Excess Fill Material — Value engineering change orders accomplished on the PD project have
yielded surplus fill and topsoil that is not needed to complete the project. This surplus material
will be advertised for partial/full sale in the month of February.

Installed new exterior lights at the Parks & Rec Bldg.

Installed and activated key badge access at the warehouse and the garage.

Pump Station. Pictures seen here reflect typical blockages caused by objects/materials in the
sanitary sewer that should not be discarded there.

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Water Operator Licensing — Equipment Operators Brandon Keller, Jose Perez, and Brandon
Brown successfully passed the State’s Water Operator Exam with results of 100%, 82% and 96%,
respectively. The Water section of the Public Services Division currently has one vacancy and is
undergoing interviews.




2022 SARA -312 — The 2022 SARA Annual Chemical Inventory Report is being accomplished
by Compliance Environmental. Sections 312 of SARA Title III address emergency and hazardous
chemical inventory reporting. The implementing regulations are codified in 40 CFR Part 370. The
regulations are intended to provide the public, local governments, fire departments and other
emergency officials with information concerning the potential chemical risks in their communities.

End of Year Water Consumption Report — the CY 2022 Consumption Report was filed with
DNREC was filed successfully and on time to DNREC. Accountable water exceeded most
municipal filings at 91.8%.

RE: January 2023 — Planning Department Staff Report

During the first month of the 2023 calendar year, the City issued 3 new residential construction permits.
The total construction investment in Milford for through the end of January based on issued building
permits was $2,762,234.

The City of Milford has seen 154 projects with a committed investment of over $32.4 million within the
Downtown Development District (DDD) area since September 2016 (based on permit valuations from
submitted applications). The State of Delaware has committed or awarded over $3.5 million in grant
funds for both large and small commercial and residential projects in Milford. The City has waived over
$650,00 in permit fees and taxes associated with these projects in accordance with Chapter 19
Economic Development and Redevelopment and DDD program guidelines (click the below link to see
project locations).

The Planning Commission will review three land use applications at the February meeting. The
commission will review a final site plan for the proposed Arby’s on Route 113 and a final site plan for an
expansion of the former Teal Creek Plaza. The commission will also review a change of zone request for
a portion of the former Rookery North property on S. Rehoboth Boulevard.

The Board of Adjustment will not meet during the month of February.

The City reviewed the resubmission of the Milford Fast Food Restaurant final site plan and the
application has been placed on the February Planning Commission for review.

The City reviewed the resubmission of the Teal Creek Plaza Expansion final site plan and the application
has been placed on the February Planning Commission agenda for review.

The City received a resubmission for Knight Crossing Phase 2B and provided plan review comments to
the applicant.

The City reviewed and approved a revision to the Deep Branch Plaza wetland crossing.

The City reviewed a resubmission for construction plans for a minor subdivision at the end of
Pennsylvania Avenue and provided plan review comments to the applicant.

The City received a final major subdivision submission for the Westwood development and is currently
reviewing the plans.

The City received a preliminary conditional use site plan application for Napa Investments, LLC for flex
warehouse space within the Greater Milford Business Park and is currently reviewing the plans.

Staff attended preconstruction meetings for Wash It, LLC, William Allen Property Management, Inc,
Wickersham, Cypress Hall — Phase Il, and Simpsons Crossing Phase 1C.

Staff attended the PLUS meeting for the City’s 2023 Comprehensive Future Land Use Map amendment
requests. These included requests from Southern States for a vacant property on Route 14 to be
changed from Industrial to Commercial future land use and from Milford Mini Storage for a vacant
parcel within the Watergate development from Moderate Density Residential to Industrial. The mini
storage property was part of a legal settlement between the mini storage owner and the developer of
Watergate.
The majority of the City’s license renewals (business, contractor, vendor and rental) were processed by
the Department during the month of January.
Included in the packet is a summary report of code enforcement violations closed during the 2022
calendar year. This information, along with a report of current open cases, has been updated on the
Code Enforcement website.
The Code Enforcement Officials have begun rental inspections in Ward 4 and have completed initial
inspections in Brightway Commons and Parson Thorne. Staff plans on inspected the 800 plus rental
units in the larger complexes in February and March before starting on the smaller, individual
properties in April.
Staff continue to work towards implementing the goals and objects of the 2018 Comprehensive Plan, SE
Master Plan, Downtown Development District (DDD) application, Rivertown Rebirth Master Plan and
Strategic Plan (see below links).

Parks

Heavy trash run was done for all the facilities the parks department maintains.

Crews began removing holiday decorations, starting with garland and greenery in hanging
baskets and planters on the Bridges. They then took down City Hall decorations, followed by
the blue and red lighting. Other lights will remain in the trees downtown until daylight saving
begins.

Park coordinators started de-weeding flower beds and mulch beds throughout the City.

All the park staff assisted with fixing a major tripping hazard on Walnut street, involving tree
roots. This required an 8’ section of sidewalk to removed, many tree roots be cut out, and the
brick pavers reinstalled. This is in conjunction with the other work another contractor is
performing in the downtown to remove and replace brick pavers which have settled.

Illegal dumping continues to be an issue around the Riverwalk. For the second time in a month
dumping has occurred along the Riverwalk, in the same location (specifically alongside the
Riverwalk behind God’s Way to Recovery).

Several shopping carts were also retrieved from the river after a complaint was received.

Park Superintendent and administrative assistant for P&R were made administrators of the
SeeClickFix app and received training, allowing for more timely responses from P&R.

Three out of the four “animal trackers” were able to be repaired by Park staff at the Can-Do
playground. Staff continue to address concerns made by the Rotary club in terms of
maintenance issues.

Three staff members went to Wilmington and take ATSSA flagger course for a 4-year certified
flagger certification.

Park Superintendent participated in an HR video shoot at Can-do playground about his years of
services to the City and my responsibilities as superintendent.

Staff installed temporary cleanup signs up in both cemeteries in preparation for March cleanup.
Park Superintendent attended the monthly safety meeting.

Routine maintenance of park equipment and vehicles continued.



Arborist

Assisted park staff with trash collection, leaf litter cleanup at finance building, vegetation
control and pesticides application.

Cleared tree limbs away from electric lines at #2 Cedar beach road and #4 cedar beach road.
Continued to perform vegetation control (vines) at the Parks maintenance facility.

Cleared tree limbs away from electric lines at #506 McColley St.

Attended the monthly safety meeting with Electric department.

Attended the City safety meeting to discuss and demonstrate chainsaw safety.

Performed electric line clearance at 700 S.E 5% St. and 401 Marvel Avenue.

Performed electric line clearance at 103 lake lawn, and 203 lake lawn.

Tree removal (trunk and crown) at 1000 S. Walnut St, also topped a second tree at this location
to make way for pole line re-location.

Trimmed and cleared limbs and vines out of electric lines on 508 caulk rd.

Trimmed tree limbs and branches at Memorial park parking lot. Also trimmed, and capped large
overhanging elm tree causing parking issues.

Perform vegetation control along access road at Memorial park, raised up trees alongside the
area causing interferences with mowing operations.

Removed large damaged, and leaning tree (trunk and crown) at Leer hall parking lot.

Removed large broken and dangerous portion of a wild cherry tree in the same area (Leer hall),
trimmed and prune said tree, sealed up and removed dead areas and attempted best efforts to
save this large tree.

Arborist assistant and seasonal helper received flagger training and certification.

Co-ordinated with public works for materials delivery and placement to create a safe solid
parking spot for the new chipper so it is out of the elements.

Removed dead bushes leaning over sidewalk at the Milford museum.

Cleaned up tree litter at ballpark area, remove vines and other debris, chipped all of it up.
Assisted park staff with sidewalk repair on Walnut Street by removing tree roots that were
uprooting brick pavers and causing unsafe pedestrian conditions. Worked with parks staff to
regrade base, and re-install 90 brick pavers to repair walkway.

Recreation

Winter Programming

Our Winter programs have hit the halfway mark, and everything has been running smoothly.

Indoor Soccer: Has completed 3 official games for each of its age groups. This program was a
few players shy of nearly maxing out all age groups. There have been no dropouts since the
program started on January 8.

Taekwondo: This program has hit the second phase of its course to now introduce self-defense
sparring for its students



Youth Basketball: This program has continued to stay maxed out since November 2022 with up
to 15 people still on the waiting list. This program has completed 3 official games for each of its
age groups.

6-7 Instruction Basketball: Since securing a 2" location for our instructional basketball, we
were able to offer our waitlisted players instruction time. 13 new participants were able to play
because of this 2" location.

Pickleball: 7 people have signed up for this program; however, we have been averaging
between 4-6 drop in players every Wednesday and Thursday.

Adult Basketball: 16 people have signed up for this program. Like pickleball, we have between
7-12 additional drop in players for this program.

City Council, the February 2023 report is in your packages.

Virtualization

With council’s approved capital budget adjustment last month from cabling to virtualization we were
able to purchase the additional hardware to get the proper virtualization solution for the 20 physical
servers that Milford has. We also negotiated with Dell to return the lower capacity memory and storage
for full credit towards the virtualization project. Virtualizing will mean that if we ever have a server
failure we cant spin a redundant virtual server back up in minutes giving us high availability.

ERP

In regard to IT’s role in the Tyler Munis ERP implementation things are moving along well with
ongoing training, we are on track to go live with financials in early July, training has started for
additional modules.

Cloud PBX

The new city-wide cloud PBX phone system is on track for implementation one week from today on
Presidents Day February 20, training is this Thursday February 16 at 10:00AM. This will be another
step towards our formal disaster recovery & business continuity solution for Milford. The cloud PBX
integrates with our current Microsoft Teams cloud application and will provide a better mobile
workforce while maintaining the functionality of call groups much needed for certain departments. |
thank all city departments for assisting.

Network Security

It has been over a year that Milford has been attempting to recruit a network technician, HR & IT has
been doing its diligence to fill this important position. Despite our efforts there has not been an ideal
candidate. It has been decided that we should utilize an outside consulting company to monitor, patch
and protect our network. This solution is less than a third of the salary of the network tech position and
we will have 24/7/365 monitoring of Milford’s critical infrastructure. This solution will allow us to do
away with some costly monitoring tools. The company we decided to go with is operated by the
network engineer that helped design Milford’s network. The company Subnets, inc. knows our network
well, and with them on the job we all can sleep better at night knowing our network is protected.

When
implemented, it will be a great step towards having a formal disaster recovery & business continuity
solution for Milford. The cloud PBX solution integrates with Microsoft Teams and will provide a better
mobile workforce, while maintaining the functionality of call groups needed for certain departments to
function remotely. Finance discovered we will be able to move forward.

Repairs to the Milford Drawbridge over the Mispillion River will begin on February
6. You will recall that the bridge was struck by an improperly transported
excavator on December 27, 2021 and again on December 30, 2022. The repairs
will require the road to be closed for the duration of the work, which is currently
estimated at 90 days. The detour for travelers heading northbound on Rehoboth
Boulevard is to turn right onto SR36 Cedar Beach Road, head northbound on SR1,
and exit onto Northeast Front Street. The detour is reverse heading southbound.

It should be noted that after the first 2-3 weeks, there will be very little activity
occurring on site for a period of a few weeks while the road remains closed.
Unfortunately, this is required due to the stability of the structure. The first work
activities require support members to be removed so they can be repaired in a
fabrication shop. While these repairs are being made, a support system must
remain in place across the roadway. The 90 day closure is dependent upon both
weather and supply chain issues, given that the repairs require specialty work.
We’ll keep you updated as work progresses and please let us know if you have
any questions.

PARTIAL TERMINATION, RELEASE AND EXTINGUISHMENT
OF DEED RESTRICTION

THIS PARTIAL TERMINATION, RELEASE AND EXTINGUISHMENT OF DEED
RESTRICTION (“Agreement”), is made this ___ day of , 2023,

BETWEEN

PNC BANK, NATIONAL ASSOCIATION, a national banking association and
successor to The Milford Trust Company and Bank of Delaware, party of the first part,
hereinafter referred to as the “Grantor,”

AND

THE CITY OF MILFORD DELAWARE, a political subdivision of the State of
Delaware, party of the second part, hereinafter referred to as the “Grantee.”

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Grantor conveyed the Property to Grantee by Deed dated July 31,
2013, which is of record in the Office of the Recorder of Deeds, in and for Sussex
County, Delaware in Deed Book 4158, Page 248 (the “Deed”); and

WHEREAS, the Deed contained a restriction which prohibits the placement of an
ATM on the Property for a period of twenty (20) years, being the Restriction Period (the
“Restriction”); and

WHEREAS, by mutual agreement, the Grantor and Grantee desire to terminate,
release and extinguish that portion of the Restriction which prohibits the placement of
an ATM on the Property for the Restriction Period, while retaining only the prohibition
against using the Property “for the purpose of conducting or in connection with the
business of a commercial bank, savings bank, savings and loan association, credit
union or mortgage bank, or other financial services organization, including, without
limitation, the installation and operation of a night depository box or safe deposit box”;
and



WHEREAS, by the execution of this Agreement, the parties desire to
memorialize their mutual agreement that the Property shall no longer be encumbered by
the portion of the Restriction which prohibits the placement of an ATM on the Property.

NOW, THEREFORE, FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION of the sum of One Dollar
($1.00), cash in hand paid, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged,
and other good and valuable consideration, the Grantor has this day terminated,
released and extinguished, and by these presents does forever terminate, release and
extinguish the Restriction set forth in the Deed as follows:

Restriction. Grantee acknowledges and agrees with Grantor that from and after
the date of the Deed and continuing for a period of twenty (20) years (the
“‘Restriction Period”), the Property (including, but not limited to, any
improvements thereon and thereto) shall not be used for the purpose of
conducting or in connection with the business of a commercial bank, savings
bank, savings and loan association, credit union or mortgage bank, or other
financial services organization, including, without limitation the installation and
operation of an automated teller machine or machines (“ATM”), and/or a night
depository or safe deposit box. The restrictions set forth herein do not prohibit
general office purposes that include Grantee’s financial operations, including but
not limited to billing, accounting, collections, and accounts payable and
receivable. Further, the Grantee may maintain a night depository for the payment
of bills to Grantee. Finally, Grantee shall have the right to install an ATM at the
Property. so long as Grantee provides Grantor with the first right to be the ATM
provider, pursuant to the requirements of these restrictions. In the event Grantee
desires to install an ATM at the Property during the Restriction Period, Grantee
shall notify Grantor of such desire, in writing. Grantor and Grantee shall then
negotiate in good faith upon the terms and conditions under which Grantor would
license to Grantee, and Grantee would license from Grantor, an ATM for the
Property in the event the parties are unable to come to terms, in writing, on an
ATM License Agreement within ninety (90) days after Grantor's receipt of
Grantee’s notice, then Grantee shall be free to enter into an ATM license
agreement (or similar) with another financial institution. This right of first offer
shall remain in effect during the entire Restriction Period if Grantee does not
enter into an ATM license (or similar) agreement with another provider, or if
Grantee enters into such an agreement and it expires or terminates, during the
Restriction Period (the “Deed Restriction”). Grantee also acknowledges and
agrees with Grantor that the Deed Restriction: (i) is for the benefit of Grantor and
Grantor’'s successors and assigns; (ii) shall run with the land, and shall be
binding on all persons and parties subsequently acquiring any interest in and/or
to the Property until the end of the Restriction Period; (iii) shall (in addition to any
other rights and remedies available to Grantor a law or in equity) be enforceable
by an action for specific performance and/or an injunction to enjoin any
continuing breach or violation of the Deed Restriction, and (iv) shall be (until the
end of the Restriction Period) included in any future deeds or other documents
conveying an interest in and/or to the Property.



Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, the Grantor and
Grantee hereby mutually agree that the following Restriction shall be and is hereby
inserted in the Deed in its place and stead:

Restriction. Grantee acknowledges and agrees with Grantor that from and after
the date of the Deed and continuing for a period of twenty (20) years (the
“‘Restriction Period”), the Property (including, but not Ilimited to, any
improvements thereon and thereto) shall not be used for the purpose of
conducting or in connection with the business of a commercial bank, savings
bank, savings and loan association, credit union or mortgage bank, or other
financial services organization, including, without limitation, the installation and
operation of a night depository box or safe deposit box (the “Deed Restriction”).
Grantee also acknowledges and agrees with Grantor that the Deed Restriction:
(i) is for the benefit of Grantor and Grantor’s successors and assigns; (ii) shall
run with the land, and shall be binding on all persons and parties subsequently
acquiring any interest in and/or to the Property until the end of the Restriction
Period; (iii) shall (in addition to any other rights and remedies available to
Grantor a law or in equity) be enforceable by an action for specific performance
and/or an injunction to enjoin any continuing breach or violation of the Deed
Restriction, and (iv) shall be (until the end of the Restriction Period) included in
any future deeds or other documents conveying an interest in and/or to the
Property.

AGREEMENT OUTLINING THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF
TRANSPORTATION INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENT FUND GRANT

City of Milford (the “Grantee”) agrees to the terms and conditions (the “Terms”)
set forth in this agreement (the “Agreement”), dated February 1, 2023, by and between the
Grantee, the Delaware Department of Transportation (“DelDOT”) and Delaware Secretary
of State (the “SOS”) as a condition of accepting a grant (the “Grant”) from the
Transportation Infrastructure Investment Fund, 29 Del. C. §8422 (the “TIIF Program”).

WHEREAS, Grantee has made an application dated September 6, 2022,
(“Application”) to the Transportation Infrastructure Investment Fund Council (the
“Council”) for a grant under the TIIF Program, in an amount not to exceed $2,766,799.89
for reimbursement of expenditures up to $2,766,799.89 related to transportation
improvements (the “TIIF Scope of Work™) associated with construction of an Industrial
Park in Milford, Delaware (the “Economic Development Project”), as more completely
described in the Application and the attachments thereto; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to 2 Del. Admin. Code §2312 the Council held a public
meeting with respect to the Application on November 16, 2022, and voted to recommend
approval of the Application to the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of State

(the “Secretaries”) and the making of a grant under the Program in an amount not to exceed
$2,766,799.89 (the “Grant™); and

WHEREAS, the Secretaries have considered (i) the Application, (ii) the criteria for
the amount and type of assistance that are set forth in the statutes governing the Program,
including 29 Del. C. §8422, and 2 Del. Admin. Code §2312 (the “Regulation”) and (iii)
the recommendation of the Council;

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 6.2 of 2 Del. Admin. Code §2312, the Secretaries
have decided to issue their final approval of the issuance of the Grant, subject to execution
of this Agreement and acceptance of the Terms set forth herein; and

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein and
for other good and wvaluable consideration, the sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Final Approval. This Agreement constitutes final approval of the Grant in an
amount not to exceed $2,766,799.89.

2. Withdraw of Final Approval. The Secretaries may withdraw Final Approval at any
time prior to the disbursement of the Grant, if they determine that (1) the Applicant's
circumstances have changed adversely since the date of final approval or since
completion of the Application, if such adverse change did not come to the Council’s
attention prior to Final Approval or (2) the Application contained a statement that

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was materially false or failed to include information necessary to prevent the
Application from being materially false. The Applicant will be notified in writing
and given 10 days to respond.

Reimbursement Request. Upon completion of the TIIF Scope of Work, Grantee
may submit a request to the Secretaries for reimbursement in an amount not to
exceed $2,766,799.89 (the “Reimbursement Request”). Grantee shall provide a
detailed expenditure report along with its Reimbursement Request in a form
acceptable to the Council.

(a) The Secretaries or designated staff shall review the Reimbursement Request for
compliance with the Terms, the Application, 29 Del. C. §8422, and 2 Del.
Admin. Code §2312. The Secretaries or designated staff shall notify the
Grantee in writing within 30 days of the approval or denial of the
Reimbursement Request.

(b) Should the TIIF Scope of Work cost less than the maximum amount set forth
in this Agreement, Grantee shall only be reimbursed for actual amounts
expended. Should the TIIF Scope of Work cost more than the maximum
amount set forth in this Agreement, Grantee shall not be reimbursed funds in
an amount that exceeds what is set forth herein.

(c) Should the TIIF Scope of Work include construction of Pedestrian Facilities
(i.e., Sidewalks or Shared Use Paths) within a Permanent Easement(s),
Grantee shall record with the Recorder of Deeds the Permanent Easement
Agreement(s), prior to submitting a Reimbursement Request.

Progress Payments. Prior to the completion of the TIIF Scope of Work, the Grantee
may apply to the Council for approval of interim progress reimbursement of less
than the entire amount of the Grant without forfeiting the remainder of the Grant.
The aggregate amount of the progress payments approved shall not exceed the
maximum amount of the Grant. Once approved by the Council, the Grantee shall
make a Reimbursement Request for the progress payment in a form acceptable to
the Council.

Term. Grantee shall have three (3) years from the date of this Agreement to make
a Reimbursement Request. If Grantee has not made a Reimbursement Request
within three years from the date of this Agreement, the Grant shall be null and void
and the funds returned to the Transportation Trust Fund.

Encumbered Funds. Upon execution of this Agreement, the Grant, in the amount
of $2,766,799.89 shall be encumbered from the Fund for the Transportation
Infrastructure.

Annual Reporting. Grantee shall, for a period of seven (7) years following the date
of this Agreement, submit to the Division of Small Business (“DSB”), on an annual
basis, financial statements, a progress report in a form acceptable to the Council on

the status of the Economic Development Project, including, but not limited to,
demonstration of a good faith effort to substantially comply with the Employment
Standard as stated in the Application; the number of permanent, quality, full-time
jobs created or saved as a result of the Economic Development Project and the wage
scale applicable to such persons; any economic impact of the funding (such as sales,
costs, etc.); and any other information required by the Council. Grantee shall report
to the Division of Small Business no later than June 30 of each of the years for
which the report is required.

Miscellaneous Covenants of Grantee.

(a) Records Access and Retention. Grantee agrees to give the Council, the SOS,
DelDOT, DSB, the Auditor of Accounts of the State, any private firm of
certified public accountants engaged by the Council, DSB or the Auditor of
Accounts of the State, the Attorney General of the State, or any of their duly
authorized employees, agents or representatives access to any and all books,
documents, papers and records of Grantee that are directly pertinent to this
Agreement, the Economic Development Project, the TIIF Scope of Work or the
Grant, for the purpose of making audits, examinations, investigations, copies,
excerpts and transcriptions. Such access shall be granted by Grantee during its
normal business hours, after receipt by Grantee of at least ten (10) business days
advance written notice of a request for such access, at its offices in Delaware,
or at such other place or places agreed to by Grantee and the requesting person;
provided, however, that this notice provision shall not apply to the execution of
any search warrants or subpoenas. Grantee agrees to retain such records for a
period of eight (8) years following the date of the last or final disbursement of
the Grant. The provisions of this Section shall survive termination or
cancellation of this Agreement.

(b) Assignment; Successors. Grantee shall not assign or transfer all or any portion
of its interest in this Agreement or delegate any of its duties hereunder without
the prior written consent of the Council. This Agreement shall be binding upon
and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto, their respective heirs, executors,
administrators, successors or permitted assigns.

Notices. All notices, reports or other written communication required or permitted
hereunder shall be given in writing by certified or registered mail, return receipt
requested, nationally recognized private courier (provided that written evidence of
the date of delivery by such courier is available) or facsimile (provided that written
evidence of the date of receipt of such facsimile transmission is available) to the
addresses or facsimile telephone numbers set forth below, or to such other addresses
or facsimile telephone numbers as the parties shall designate in writing, from time
to time:

(¢) Bankruptcy Event Default. Grantee shall have applied for or consented to the
appointment of a receiver, trustee or liquidator of all or a substantial part of its
assets; admitted in writing the inability to pay its debts as they mature; made a
general assignment for the benefit of creditors; had an order for relief entered

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against it under any bankruptcy law, or filed a petition or an answer seeking
liquidation, reorganization or an arrangement with creditors or taken advantage
of any insolvency law, or submitted an answer admitting the material
allegations of a petition in bankruptcy, reorganization or insolvency
proceeding; or an order, judgment or decree shall have been entered by any
court of competent jurisdiction approving a petition seeking liquidation or
reorganization of Grantee or appointing a receiver, trustee or liquidator of
Grantee or a substantial part of its assets and such order, judgment or decree
shall continue unstayed and in effect for any period of ninety (90) consecutive
days; or filed a voluntary petition in bankruptcy or failed to remove an
involuntary petition in bankruptcy filed against it.

If a Bankruptcy Event Default occurs, the Grantee shall provide to DelDOT and
SOS written notice of the Bankruptcy proceedings and list DelDOT as a
creditor.

16. Grantee’s Obligation to Repay Grant. Upon receipt of written notice from DelDOT,

repayment of the Grant shall be immediately due and owing to DelDOT as set forth
in this Section. Grantee shall not be obligated to repay an amount greater than the
amount(s) specified below. Grant repayment shall be as follows:

(a) Reporting Default Payment. Grantee shall pay to DelDOT an amount equal to
the entire amount actually disbursed to the Grantee. If no money has been
disbursed to the Grantee, this Agreement shall be terminated and deemed to be
NULL and VOID.

(b) Cessation Event Default Payment. Grantee shall pay to DelDOT an amount
equal to the entire amount actually disbursed to the Grantee. If no money has
been disbursed to the Grantee, this Agreement shall be terminated and deemed
to be NULL and VOID.

(c) Bankruptcy Event Default Payment. Grantee and/or its estate shall pay to
DelDOT an amount determined by the reorganization plan or liquidation plan
approved by the bankruptcy court.

The City received a request from Davis, Bowen & Friedel, Inc. on behalf of Christiana Excavating
Company to extend water, sewer and electric service beyond our current municipal boundary. The
request includes two parcels located in Sussex County along the east side of S. Walnut Street south of
the Milford Ponds development identified as parcel numbers 3-30-14.00-001.0 & 001.01 (see enclosed
exhibit). The properties are not contiguous to City limits but only have one parcel between the current
municipal boundary and subject parcels. The owner contacted the adjacent property owners to see if
they are interested in annexing into the City of Milford but they have not received an answer to date.

Staff is seeking guidance from City Council on whether to allow this property to connect to the City’s
electric, water and sewer utility. If permitted, the City would require the property owner to sign a utility
agreement which would require the properties to annex into the City of Milford if and when the
properties become contiguous to City limits.

Enclosed is a draft agreement for review.

If City Council so desires, the motion would be to authorize the Mayor to sign the Electric, Water
and Sewer Agreement with Christiana Excavating Company to provide utilities to the property
located outside City limits, with the condition that if and when the properties become contiguous
to the City boundary, the owner would be required to annex.

On behalf of our client, Christiana Excavating Company, we are requesting your consideration to
provide City of Milford sewer and water services to their property located off South Walnut Street,
just south of the Milford Ponds development. The site is currently located in the jurisdiction of
Sussex County. Our client would gladly annex into the City of Milford which would alleviate any
issue of providing service to the site, however they are one property removed from being
contiguous with City of Milford’s boundary to both the north and west of the proposed site. A plan
of the site has been provided with this letter, showing the location of the site, the surrounding
properties, and the City of Milford boundary.

Our client is in the process of contacting two neighboring property owners (330-10.00-2.01 and
130-6.00-110.01 on the attached plan. Our client also owns 330-10.00-3.00 which would also be
annexed if an agreement with parcel 2.01 is made) for an agreement to annex into the City of
Milford, however, to date an agreement has not been reached.

Ideally for our client, the project will be designed and constructed to comply with City of Milford
code. Our client and the City will enter into an agreement to supply sewer and water to the property
under the understanding that once the parcel becomes contiguous with the City of Milford
boundary, the parcel must be annexed into the City. We understand that this is not standard practice
for the City, however due to our site’s close proximity to the City of Milford boundary, future
annexation is inevitable. Additionally, our clients proposed use of this site directly matches the
land use for this parcel as shown in the City of Milford’s Comprehensive Plan. Our client would
connect to the City’s sewer and water through the Milford Pond’s development which would also
provide the City with an additional 10001t of sewer and water service down South Walnut Street,
allowing for additional properties to connect to the City in the future.

ELECTRIC, WATER AND SEWER AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this day of , 2023, by and
between CHRISTIANA EXCAVATING COMPANY (hereinafter “OWNER”) whose principal
location is located at 2016 SUNSET LAKE RD, NEWARK, DE 19702, and the City of Milford,
a municipal corporation of the State of Delaware, with its principal offices located at 201 South
Walnut Street, Milford Delaware, 19963 (hereinafter “CITY?).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the OWNER is the record title owner of a parcel of land consisting of 9
acres, more or less, lying contiguous to the City of Milford, said tracts identified on the Sussex
County, Delaware tax maps as Tax Parcel No(s). 3-30-14.00-001.00 and 3-30-14.00-001.01, said
tracts hereinafter referred to as the “PROPERTY”; and

WHEREAS the OWNER desires to have the City exercise exclusive authority to provide
electric, water and sanitary sewer service for all buildings located on the PROPERTY pursuant
to the rules, regulations and rates established from time to time by the CITY and the State of
Delaware.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the OWNER’S request to receive CITY
electric, water and sanitary sewer service and in consideration of charges to be paid by the
OWNER through the City’s Utility Permit application, the parties hereto, intending to be legally
bound, hereby covenant and agree as follows:

1. Permits. The OWNER shall be responsible for obtaining a Utility Permit from the
City of Milford and pay all applicable impact fees and inspection fees as required by
the City Code and adopted fee schedule.

2. Costs. The OWNER shall be responsible for all costs associated with connecting to
the electric, water and sanitary sewer system.

Annexation. The OWNER acknowledges, if and when the PROPERTY becomes
contiguous with the CITY municipal boundary, the OWNER shall annex the entire
PROPERTY into the City limits. The OWNER must file a petition to annex with the
City Planning Department within 90 days of when the property becomes contiguous
with the City.

Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of
Delaware (notwithstanding the fact that one or more parties may now or later become
a resident of another state) and the parties hereto agree that the courts of the State of
Delaware shall have jurisdiction over any case or controversy and hereby consent to
such jurisdiction.

Separability. If any section, paragraph, sentence or clause of this Agreement is
determined or declared to be invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent
jurisdiction, the remainder hereof shall remain in full force and effect.

Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding of the parties.
It supersedes any and all prior agreements between them. There are no
representations or warranties other than those herein contained.

Amendments. This Agreement shall not be amended except in writing executed by all
parties hereto.

Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
administrators, successors, successors in interest and assigns.

Contra Proferentum. The fact that one party has drafted this Agreement shall in no
way be used against that party in construing the terms, condition, and obligations
hereunder.

Headings. Headings and captions used herein are solely for the convenience of the
parties and shall have no legal significance in construing the terms of this Agreement.

Non-Waiver. The failure of either party to exercise any of its rights under this
Agreement for a breach thereof shall not be deemed to be a waiver of such rights or a
waiver of any subsequent breach.

Enforcement. In the event of a breach, this Agreement shall be enforced through a
decree of specific performance, the parties agreeing that monetary damages would not
provide an adequate remedy.

Recording. This agreement, duly executed by the City and OWNER, shall be
recorded in the office of the Recorder of Deeds, in and for Sussex County, Delaware.
The cost of recording shall be paid by OWNER. The utility permit will be withheld
until this agreement is recorded.

RE: Colony West/Colony South — Utility Agreement — Outside City Limits

The City was contacted by VanDemark & Lynch, Inc. on behalf of Interfaith Housing Delaware, Inc.
regarding a development known as Colony South located just outside of City limits. The project is
located along the west side of Route 113/Bay Road directly behind the I.G. Burton car dealership (see
enclosed exhibit).

The first phase of the project was approved in the late 1980°s, early 1990’s and is already served by City
water and electric. The newer portion of the project was recorded in the early 2000’s. Based on the
enclosed minutes dated June 11, 1990, City Council authorized the extension of water utilities to serve
43 acres of land in the vicinity of this project and required the signing of a Water Service Agreement.
The minutes allude to the fact that the properties “agreed to come into the City as soon as it is possible.”
Staff is currently looking for a copy of this agreement.

If the agreement cannot be located, and in an effort to allow the Colony South project to move forward,
staff recommends authorizing the Mayor to sign an agreement documenting the extension of City
utilities beyond our corporate limits. This agreement would be recorded with Kent County Recorder of
Deeds.

Enclosed is a draft agreement to provide water and electric service to the proposed Colony South project
along with existing lots still owned by Interfaith Housing Delaware, Inc. within the Colony West
portion.

If City Council so desires, the motion would be to authorize the Mayor to sign the Electric and
Water Agreement with Interfaith Housing Delaware, Inc. to provide electric and water utilities to
the properties located outside City limits, with the condition that if and when the properties
become contiguous to the City boundary, the owner would be required to annex.

The regular monthly meeting of Milford City Council was
held in Council Chambers on Monday evening, June 11, 1990.

The meeting was called to order at 8:15 P.M., followed by
the Pledge to the flag.

Motion made by Mr. Pikus and seconded by Mrs. Staley for
approval of the minutes of the previous meeting. Motion carried.

Mr. Emory reported that the Recreation Department'’s Report
will be submitted at next month's meeting.

Motion made by Mrs. Boddy and seconded by Mrs. Staley for
acceptance of the Monthly Police Report. Motion carried.

Mr. McKenzie reported complaints from motorists northbound on
Route #113 from tailgating when they are attempting to turn into
their driveways, and he asked the City Manager about blinking lights
or other warnings regarding the lane changes in this area where
there is now construction.

Mr. Charles Coverdale complained about. those electric bills
which are due on the 15th of the month, explaining that he had
conducted a survey and many people do not get paid on the dates
the bills are due and he believes it is unfair when they are
penalized late charges.



Mayor Rogers explained that the City's billings are tied
in with DP&L's and he also told Mr. Coverdale that no penalty
charges are imposed for three days. He asked Mr. Coverdale to
bring in bills which he believes were penalized unfairly.

Mr. Pikus discussed the confusion many motorists have at
the downtown Plaza where vehicles going north from S. Walnut
Street meet those that are going east on Causey Avenue, and he
asked Chief Carmean to give consideration to installation of
a YIELD sign.

Mr. Charles Coverdale reported that the Route #113 and
Johnson Lane traffic light is malfunctioning, causing backups
for east and west bound motorists and they finally pull out
to cross when #1113 seems clear.

Mr. Charles Jenkins complained about speeding problems
with southbound vehicles on Church Street, particularly around
Third. Mr. Frank Fountain said he thought it would be lelpful
if the pelice would park along this street to do their reports
and other paper work and their visibility might take care of
some other problems too.

Mr. Booker was informed that although the grass at 109
Brady Drive had been cut, the thicket behind it had not.

The City Manager advised Mr. Gibson that a letter has been
sent to the State for permission to remove the large tree that
blocks visibility at the Maple Avenue intersection.

Mrs. Marguerite Jones reported a problem with poor visibility
at the intersection of 4th and N.E. Front because of a large dirt
pile. Mr. Brooks said there is also a sign there that perhaps
should be moved.

Mr. Jerry Guyer, Dixie Avenue, complained about trucks across
the railroad tracks at Layton Trucking Company that run for very
long periods, sometimes from Fridays to Sundays, and also across
from him at Mastens where the trucks have diesel engines.

Mr. Booker reported that the City Solicitor is presently
working on a noise ordinance because of another problem. Mayor
Rogers referred Mr. Guyer's complaints to the Police Committee
and said he will contact Mr. Fuqua. In the meantime, Chief Carmean
will contact Mr. Layton and ask him if he will pull the trucks in,
nose first, to help the noise problem somewhat.



A letter was read from Gary Emory inviting the Mayor and
Council to the Parks & Recreation Commission's annual Awards &
Recognition Ceremony at Abbotts Mill Nature Center on Friday,
June 15th at 4 P.M.

The City Manager's Monthly Report was as follows:

1. PUBLIC WORKS

A, Effective July 1, 1990, Kent County will begin
assessing a user fee to its contract users in order to finance
future capital improvements to the sanitary sewer conveyance system.
Under this method of funding, the contract users, such as Milford,
will be responsible for funding any increases in their average
annual daily flow which exceed their average in the previous year.

For purposes of calculating the user fee or impact fee,
one (1) EDU (Equivalent Dwelling Unit) which under the County
system equals 300 gpd, will cost $894. For example, if the City's
annual average daily flows increased next year by ten (10) EDUs
or 3,000 gallons, we would owe Kent County $8,940 ($894 x 10).

Basically, there are two available methods to collect
this money. One would be through the current rate structure whereby
everyone (including existing users) shares the increased expense.
The other method would be to assess an impact fee on all new and
expanded users of our sewer system. This alternative would be
fairer in that those who are responsible for increases in the
sewer flow will actually be paying the fee. Our City engineer
is currently working on a formula for calculating the assessment
' of a sewer impact fee to new users of the system.

Mr. Conrad Riecke told Council that they have a choice, re-
ferring to literature for a pilot system he submitted to former
Councilman Goodwin and to Senator Minner. Mrs. Staley also said
she had information on a new kind of sewer system which appears
to be at almost no cost to the City.

Randy Marvel asked that if impact fees are imposed, they be
paid when the system is actually being used.

In response to whether or not the City will have the money
it needs before it owes Kent County, Mr. Booker said, "If you
have a great deal of infiltration you might not be ahead, but
we should be safe."
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2. PLANNING & ZONING

A. Work is underway to create two (2) new zoning classifi-~
cations. One class will be geared to office complexes/business
parks, and the other toward light industry. Both classifications
will be completed in time for the next meetings of the Planning
Commission and City Council.

B. Likewise, the City Inspector, the Downtown Develop-
ment Committee and I are reviewing the BOCA Existing Structures
Code for use in the City. This Code would act as an addition to
our current BOCA Code which applies predominantly to new construc-
tion.

Mr. Booker explained that the "Existing Structures" Code
would give the inspector the power to go in to inspect rundown

structures and would be an asset to downtown.

Motion made by Mr. Pikus and seconded by Mr. Gibson for
acceptance of the City Manager's Monthly Report. Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Police: Mrs. Boddy announced a committee meeting at 5:30 P.M.,
June 19th, at the Police Station.

Annexation: Mrs. Boddy reported that on May 21st this
committee heard the requests of Mr. and Mrs. Edward M. Kielbasa,
Jr., 12 Sunset Lane, and Mr. and Mrs. Donald E. Lucas, Jr.,

14 Sunset Lane, to annex into the City and, as Chairman, she
recommends their requests be approved.

Mayor Rogers said he and several others are unable to attend
the forthcoming Partnership meeting, therefore, it might be
postponed.

Motion made by Mr. Pikus and seconded by Mrs. Boddy for
approval of the Monthly Financial Statement. Motion carried.

ELECTRIC AND WATER SERVICE AGREEMENT
THIS AGREEMENT is entered into this day of

, 2023, by and

between INTERFAITH HOUSING DELAWARE, INC. (hereinafter “OWNER”) whose
principal location is located at 613 N WASHINGTON STREET, WILMINGTON, DE 19801,
and the City of Milford, a municipal corporation of the State of Delaware, with its principal
offices located at 201 South Walnut Street, Milford Delaware, 19963 (hereinafter “CITY”).
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RECITALS

WHEREAS, the OWNER is the record title owner of parcels of land consisting of 38
acres, more or less, lying near the City of Milford, in Kent County, Delaware, said tracts
hereinafter referred to as the “PROPERTY”; and

WHEREAS the OWNER desires to have the City exercise exclusive authority to provide
electric and water service for all buildings located on the PROPERTY pursuant to the rules,
regulations and rates established from time to time by the CITY and the State of Delaware.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the OWNER’S request to receive CITY electric
and water service and in consideration of charges to be paid by the OWNER through the City’s
Utility Permit application, the parties hereto, intending to be legally bound, hereby covenant and
agree as follows:

1.

Permits. The OWNER shall be responsible for obtaining a Utility Permit from the
City of Milford and pay all applicable impact fees and inspection fees as required by
the City Code and adopted fee schedule.

Costs. The OWNER shall be responsible for all costs associated with connecting to
the electric and water system, including the costs associated with properly.

Annexation. The OWNER acknowledges, if and when the PROPERTY becomes
contiguous with the CITY municipal boundary, the OWNER shall annex the entire
PROPERTY into the City limits. The OWNER must file a petition to annex with the
City Planning Department within 90 days of when the property becomes contiguous
with the City.

Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of
Delaware (notwithstanding the fact that one or more parties may now or later become
a resident of another state) and the parties hereto agree that the courts of the State of
Delaware shall have jurisdiction over any case or controversy and hereby consent to
such jurisdiction.

Separability. If any section, paragraph, sentence or clause of this Agreement is
determined or declared to be invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent
jurisdiction, the remainder hereof shall remain in full force and effect.

Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding of the parties.
It supersedes any and all prior agreements between them. There are no
representations or warranties other than those herein contained.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

e The applicant proposes subdivide parcel 3-30-11.00-008.00 into two parcels, separating the
existing golf course operation from the former restaurant and pro shop. The applicant is
requesting to rezone approximately 3.93 acres of land from R-2 (Residential District) to C-1
(Neighborhood Commercial) shown as “Proposed Lot 1” on the provided survey. The
rezoned portion of the property currently contains the existing clubhouse and restaurant. The
applicant would like to renovate the existing clubhouse and restaurant into a standalone
restaurant and brewpub.

e Staff would review the minor subdivision administratively per Chapter 200 Subdivision of
Land.

STAFE ANALYSIS:

Based on the information presented, the City of Milford Code, and the Comprehensive Plan, staff
submits the following regarding the request to amend the Zoning Map:

e The Change of Zone request is consistent with the adopted 2018 Comprehensive Plan Future
Land Use maps. The Future Land Use designation for the property is Low Density
Residential, for which C-1 (Neighborhood Commercial) is a suitable zoning designation. See
attached Land Use & Zoning Link table from the comprehensive plan document.

e Per the 2018 Comprehensive Plan, “Neighborhood commercial and office-type uses that do
not detract from the residential character of the area may be found in this area as well. This
land use is similar to the R-1, R-2, C-1, and OB-1 zoning districts found in the Milford
Zoning Ordinance.



Chapter 230 states, the purpose of the C-1 district is to provide for limited commercial and
professional services activities that can be compatible in a neighborhood setting to provide
goods and services to local residents.

“Restaurants, excluding fast-food service or franchised food service operated restaurants” are
permitted uses within the C-1 zoning district.

The provided plan provides adequate off-street parking for the restaurant on the C-1 zoned
property per the City’s off-street parking requirements found under Chapter 230-21. The
zoning ordinance does not provide a specific parking calculation for a public golf course.
The residual land containing the golf course would contain 81 parking spaces, which equates
to more than four spaces per hole, which should be adequate.

Any future use of the property must comply with Chapter 230 and the C-1 (Neighborhood
Commercial District) zoning use and area regulations. Enclosed is a copy of the current
permitted and conditional uses within the C-1 District.

The existing Rookery North golf course, formerly known as Shawnee Country Club, has been
sitting vacant for the past 2 years. However, effective December 27, 2022, Tim and Matt Johnson t/a
Oak Forest Park, LLC have purchased the golf course and former country club. Our plan is to reopen the
golf course and country club after giving them both an extensive remodel. The golf course will remain a
regulation 18-hole course with semi-private memberships, that will also be open to the public.

The old country club building will receive a much-needed facelift both inside and out using the
existing footprint. Our concept for the former country club is to open a restaurant and brewpub that will
occupy the main building and former pro shop. This new restaurant and brewpub is expected to employ
75-100 people, not including the 15-25 employees for the golf course. Ample parking already exists to
satisfy the needs for both the restaurant and golf course. Typical hours of operation for the restaurant
will be comparable to other restaurants in town, which are approximately 8am-9pm. The plan is to have
the restaurant and brewpub open to the public by September 1% 2023.

Currently, a restaurant and brewpub would be an approved conditional use in the R2 zoning as
long as the golf course remains open. The potential tenant is going to make a substantial investment
into the renovation of the former clubhouse and because of this, they would like the option to purchase
their portion of the property in the future. Essentially, we would like to carve out 4 acres for the
restaurant and rezone this to C1, which would be an approved use.

For the golf course, work has already begun to clean up the existing landscaping. We plan to
have the first 9 holes, driving range, and pro shop open by September 1% 2023 to coincide with the
opening of the restaurant. The final 9 holes, we will have open by June 1% 2024, if not sooner. Since the
existing course layout will remain the same, all of our concentration will be on landscaping and
refurbishing the greens, fairways, bunkers, and irrigation systems. The former pool house will be
remodeled into the new pro shop which will provide services to both golf and pickleball activities.

Aside from the golf course, we know the City of Milford is looking to connect multiple properties
going West towards Elks Lodge Rd. We have no problem with allowing the city to install a bike/walking
path across our property to allow access to other adjacent properties in the future.

The future success of this property depends on the establishment of a new restaurant, which
will be the anchor, and create an attraction for the golf course. We would hate to see the golf course fail
once again and houses take its place. We are excited about the potential for this property and the great
benefit it will once again provide residents of the City of Milford and surrounding communities.

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Industrial

The industrial category is intended to serve as a primary location for light to moderate
industrial and manufacturing uses. This land use is similar to the I-1 and I-2 zoning
districts found in the Milford Zoning Ordinance.

Institutional

The institutional category includes government, civic, and community facilities such as
libraries, schools, colleges, hospitals, medical facilities, community centers, places of
worship, nursing homes, assisted living facilities, and other similar uses. Institutional
uses may be found within residential, commercial, and employment areas.

Low Density Residential

The Low Density Residential District represents typical single-family detached dwellings
and duplex development. These units receive full urban services. Other dwelling types
may be allowed as part of a density bonus by providing additional open space and
amenities of development or through a conditional use of a Planned Unit Development
by Milford City Council. Neighborhood commercial and office-type uses that do not
detract from the residential character of the area may be found in this area as well. This
land use is similar to the R-1, R-2, C-1, and OB-1 zoning districts found in the Milford
Zoning Ordinance.

Moderate-Density Residential

The Moderate Density Residential District represents typical single-family detached
dwellings, attached single-family dwelling units, patio homes, duplexes, triplexes,
quadplexes, townhomes/row houses, condominiums, apartments, and loft-style units.
Availability of open space and walkable sidewalks are also key components.
Neighborhood commercial and office-type uses that do not detract from the residential
character of the area may be found in this area as well. This land use is similar to the R-
3, R-8, C-1, and OB-1 zoning districts and the PUD conditional use for residential
development found in the Milford Zoning Ordinance.

Transitional Commercial and Industrial Areas

These areas are designed to allow for a migration from residential to the underlying
future land use categories depicted on the Future Land Use and Urban Growth Boundary
map. There are two main transitional areas, commercial and industrial. The commercial
transition areas are located along major roadways, including US 113 and Rehoboth
Boulevard (Route 1A). The Industrial transition area is located along Route 14 between
Routes 1A and 1.



The transitional areas will allow the property owners to maintain their current
residential zoning until such time they wish to change their zoning to either commercial
or industrial. This will allow the area to transition slowly along these corridors, without
forcefully rezoning properties and potentially creating non-conforming properties and
uses. Once the property owner changes the zoning of the property from residential to
commercial or industrial, the property will remain industrial or commercial unless there
is an amendment to the Milford Comprehensive Plan that would allow otherwise. The
Comprehensive Plan will be reviewed again in five years, where the future land use
exhibits can be updated to permanently show the properties that have transitioned
from the residential categories to the more intense uses, and reduce the footprint of the
transitional area on the maps.

Open Space

The Open Space category includes both existing open space owned by the city as well as
the large area of open space located east of DE 1. Milford may elect to annex existing
developed residential properties within the proposed Open Space future land use areas
at the lowest intensity residential zoning category and provide services if deemed cost
effective.

One of the recommendations of the Milford Comprehensive Plan is to prepare an Open
Space Preservation Plan. Local governments and conservation groups offer many tools
to preserve farmland and other open space. Some rely on the donation or sale of
property development rights by a property owner, while other tools may include
marketing assistance or protective planning and zoning. The primary goals of the Open
Space designation east of DE 1 are the following:

e Promote the Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) — A TDR is a legal agreement
that allows a developer who wants to build at a higher density than is permitted
to purchase or trade for additional development rights from a willing seller who
owns land in an area designated for preservation. The goal of the Open Space
designation is to use the land as a sending area either into designated areas of
the City of Milford or designated areas of Sussex County, thus protecting the
open space area.

e Promote Conservation Easements — A conservation easement is a legal
agreement between a landowner and a land trust or government agency
whereby a landowner sells or donates the rights to develop his or her property
to a conservation organization.

e Protective Rural Zoning — This type of zoning allows a very low density per acre.
This is one of the most effective ways to protect rural and agricultural land and
maintain a mass of land required to support agriculture economies without
buying conservation easements.



e Purchase of Land — In the interest of Milford City Council to protect our recharge

areas, funding could be used to protect our recharge areas and preserve open

space.

The link between land use and zoning is important because Title 22, Section 702(c) of

the Delaware Code requires that Milford:

“..within 18 months of the adoption of a comprehensive development plan or revision

thereof, amend its official zoning map to rezone all lands within the municipality in

accordance with the uses of land provided for in the comprehensive development plan.”

Table 27 shows the link between the future land use designations depicted on the

Future Landuse and Urban Growth Boundary map and the zoning districts summarized

in Table 28. Table 27 provides guidance as to the zoning districts that would be

considered consistent with each land use designation.

Disclaimer: Table 27 shows the relationship between the future land use designations depicted on the
future land use map and the zoning districts summarized in Table 28. This table describes how Milford’s
zoning districts might match up with the land uses recommended on the future land use map. These
match ups are intended as guidance for the Milford City Council to consider during the rezoning process.
They are not intended to preclude the development of new zoning districts or revisions to the zoning
ordinance, the subdivision ordinance, or any other land use regulations.

The current zoning map depicts Milford’s zoning districts, and Table 28 provides a list of
the current zoning classifications.

As of the date of the plan adoption, Table 28 and the existing zoning exhibit represent a
fixed period in time and Milford reserves the right to create new zoning categories and
change property zonings as long as the intent of the Comprehensive Plan is upheld. This
table and section is for informational purposes only.

Zoning is the chief means for implementing the Milford Comprehensive Plan, consisting
of a written document and a series of maps. The maps show a number of districts or
zones into which the municipality is divided to regulate the use of land. The document
specifies the types of activities (uses) that can occur in each district either as a matter of
right (in all circumstances) or under certain conditions (conditional uses). It also
regulates building height, lot sizes, setbacks, yards and green space, the number and
sizes of signs, and space for off-street parking. Some municipalities incorporate
environmental protection standards in zoning ordinances, while others have stand-
alone ordinances with cross-references to zoning standards.

(c) Minimum lot width shall be 50 feet.
(d)  Minimum front yard setback shall be 30 feet.

The area of the principal structure shall be
calculated using the definition of floor area in this chapter.
(11) Accessory structures for non-residential uses shall be located in the side and rear lot areas.
(12) Accessory structures for non-residential uses shall meet the principal use setbacks and shall
not be located less than 5 feet from a principal structure.

§ 230-12. - C-1 Community (Neighborhood) Commercial District.

In a C-1 District no building or premises shall be used and no building shall be erected or altered which is
arranged, intended or designed to be used except for one or more of the following uses and complying
with the requirements so indicated.

A.

Purpose. The C-1 District will provide for limited commercial and professional services activities that
can be compatible in a neighborhood setting to provide goods and services to local residents.
Permitted uses. Permitted uses for the C-1 District shall be as follows:

(1) Single-family detached dwellings.

(2) Officesforprofessionalservicesand-administrativeactivities: Professional Offices.

(3) Branch-offices-only-offinancialnstitutions-and-banks: Financial institutions, loan companies
and banks.

(4) Barbershepsandbeauty-sheps: Personal service establishments.

(5) Studio —werkshep for artists, designers, photographers, musicians, sculptors and related
uses, including sales.

(6) Retail food stores, such as bakeries, candy and convenience stores (without gas pumps) and
grocery meat markets.

(7) Restaurants, excluding fast-food service or franchised food service operated restaurants.

(8) Retail sales and specialty stores.

(9) Repair and servicing, indoor and off site, of any article for sale which is permitted in this district.

(10)  Public parking lot.

(11) Off-street parking as an accessory use.

{12}—Antique shop-or-bookstore:
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(1233) Municipal and public services and facilities, including City Hall, water storage towers, water
reservoirs, water pumping stations, water treatment plants, sewage pumping stations, sewers
(storm and sanitary), street rights-of-way, utility transmission and distribution lines, public
transportation bus or transit stops, police and fire stations and substations for electric and gas
facilities.

(1334) Community recreation center, as a nonprofit community service.

(1445) Laundromats.

(1536) Neighborhood shopping centers, to include only those uses permitted in this section, as
listed above, and subject to the following special requirements:

(a) Maximum lot size for the grouping of stores shall be 1 1/2 acres.

(b)  Maximum floor area for any single permitted establishment within the neighborhood
shopping center shall be 30,000 square feet.

(c) Minimum lot width shall be at least 250 feet.

(d)  Minimum distance between any building or accessory use, except parking, and any
residential district shall be 50 feet.

(e) Minimum distance between any access driveway (including ingress or egress points) and
any residential district shall be 50 feet.

The following uses are permitted subject to
receiving a conditional use permit by the City Council as provided in Article IX of this chapter:

(1) Convenience stores with gas pumps.
(2) Community residential treatment program.

(a) These are minimum requirements, and community residential treatment programs are
additionally subject to those requirements imposed by the Planning Commission and/or
the City Council.

[1] Priorto occupancy of the facility, the program will obtain any applicable license from
the State of Delaware. City approval is conditional upon the Zoning Office receiving state
confirmation that an appropriate license has been issued or certification that a license is
not required by the state. If a license is not required by the State of Delaware, minimum
standards may be required by the City.

[2] The program will require a planned program of care consisting of full-time
programmatic supervision, counseling and/or therapy and assistance in the development
of daily skills.

[3] The program shall include a description of client population, services provided,
staffing schedule and client/staff ratio.

[4] The program will be operated under the authority of a reputable governing board,
proprietor or government official to whom staff are responsible and who will be available
to City officials, if necessary, to resolve complaints pertaining to the facility. Each provider
shall send complaint procedures to every property owner within 200 feet of the property
within 45 days subsequent to City approval to facilitate good neighbor relations. The
operators will have a workable, written plan that includes a method for recording and
resolving complaints by neighbors pertaining to the operation of the program.
Complaints, efforts to resolve complaints and the results of such efforts shall be recorded.
[5] The design of the facility will be compatible with the neighborhood within which it
is located, including its landscaping and architecture.
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[6] The health and safety of the residents will be protected. Community residential
programs shall meet all City ordinances and regulations, including review by the Office of
the State Fire Marshal and the Department of Public Health.
[7] Community residential programs shall be located a minimum of 1,500 feet from any
other community residential program or school.
[8] The following documentation will be required to be submitted with the application:
[a] Site plan, including parking area and landscaped area.
[b] Floor plan, with elevation drawings or photographs of existing building.
[c] List of board members, proprietors or governmental officials to whom staff
are responsible.
[d] Written neighborhood relations plan.
[e] Complaint recording and resolution plan.

Centers.
(4) Undertaker or funeral home.

Area regulations.

(1) Minimum lot area shall be 10,000 3;630 square feet.

(2) Maximum lot coverage shall be 80%.

(3) Minimum lot width shall be 8038 feet.

(4) Height of buildings shall not exceed three-steries-or 35 feet.

(5) Minimum front yard building setback shall be 2518 feet.

(6) Side yards shall be at least 12 five feet in width.

(7)  Minimum rear yard shall be 25 feet.

(8) Parking shall comply with the requirements provided in Article IV of this chapter.

(9) Landscape screening shall comply with the requirements provided in Article V of this chapter.
(10)  Signs shall comply with the requirements provided in Article VI of this chapter.
(11) Accessory structures in aggregate shall occupy no more than 30 percent of the required rear

and side yard of the lot area and may not dominate in area, extent or purpose to the principal
use or structure. The area of the principal structure shall be calculated using the definition of
floor area in this chapter.

(12) Accessory structures shall be located in the side and rear lot areas.

(13) Accessory structures for residential uses shall be located at least 5 feet from the rear lot line

and at least 5 feet from the side lot line and shall not be located less than 5 feet from a
principal structure.
(14) Accessory structures for non-residential uses shall meet the principal use setbacks and shall

not be located less than 5 feet from a principal structure.

§ 230-13. - C-2 Central Business District.

In a C-2 District no building or premises shall be used and no building shall be erected or altered which is
arranged, intended or designed to be used except for one or more of the following uses and complying
with the requirements so indicated.

A.

Purpose. The purpose of the C-2 District is to create an atmosphere that encourages the preservation
and revitalization of the Central Business District. Specifically, the regulations are designed to
encourage the development and opening of new businesses. This may be accomplished by providing
an attractive and convenient shopping center or mall that is organized and developed as an

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Chapter 197 — STREETS, SIDEWALKS, STORM SEWERS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES
ARTICLE | - General Provisions
§ 197-1. - Purpose.

This chapter defines the use, maintenance and installation requirements of sidewalk, entrances, storm
sewer, streets and alleyways.

§ 197-2. - Definitions.
As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

ALLEY APPROACH — That portion of an alley between the curb and property line side of the sidewalk or
right-of-way.

AWNING - A piece or several pieces of canvas, plastic, metal or similar material joined together and
stretched over or attached to a frame to be affixed to the exterior of a building in front of a window or
doorway for the purposes of providing protection from the sun or weather, for ornamentation of the
building and/or for display of a business name or logo type.

CANOPY - A roof-like structure, projecting from a wall or supported on pillars, for the purposes of
providing protection from the sun or weather, ornamentation of the building and/or display of a
business name or logo type.

CITY ENGINEER — The City Engineer of the City of Milford or their duly authorized representative.
CITY MANAGER — The City Manager or their duly authorized representative.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER — The Code Enforcement Officer of the City of Milford or their duly
authorized representative.

DRAIN — means any pipe which carries water in a drainage system.
DRIVEWAY APPROACH — That portion of the driveway between the curb and the property line.

PANEL — Any defined section by joints, or score marks or an approximate square when joints do not
exist.

PRIVATE STORM SEWER — means any storm sewer not within the City ROW or otherwise dedicated to
and accepted by the City.

PROPERTY OWNER — Any natural individual or individuals, firm or firms, company or companies or
corporation owning real estate in the City of Milford.

PUBLIC — Any facility within the public right-of-way between the property line and street curb and
surfacing.

PUBLIC STORM SEWER — means any storm sewer owned by the City.

STORM SEWER — means any system used for conveying rain water, stormwater, surface water,
condensate, cooling water or similar liquid wastes, exclusive of sewage.



§ 197-3. Authority to temporarily close streets and sidewalks.

A.

The City Manager shall have the authority to temporarily close or block streets, sidewalks or
private entrances onto public streets to vehicular and pedestrian traffic when necessary for the
publics’ safety or to conduct work on streets or sidewalks.

Notification shall be provided to Milford Police Department, City Departments and the Carlisle
Fire Company.

Any street or sidewalk closure that occurs requires proper maintenance of traffic, pursuant to
the guidelines in the most recently amended Delaware Department of Transportation Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), and sidewalk accessibility, pursuant to the
guidelines laid out by the Americans with Disabilities Act.

Any roadway, lane or sidewalk closure request having direct and indirect impacts on a State of
Delaware right-of-way must inform the Special Events Manager with the Delaware Department
of Transportation Traffic Safety Section.

Emergency closures performed by emergency personnel including Police, Fire and Ambulatory
Services are not required to gain permission from the City Manager to obstruct streets and
sidewalks immediately preceding, during and shortly following emergency circumstances but
shall strive to maintain traffic control in a safe manner.

§ 197-4. Right of Way Use and Construction Permits.

Temporary occupation of the right of way. No person shall occupy or place any object,
building or structure that occupies the right of way on a temporary basis without first
obtaining written approval from the City Manager or designee for that purpose.

Permanent occupation of the right of way.

(1) No person shall occupy or place any object, building or structure that occupies the right
of way on a permanent basis without first obtaining written approval from the City
Manager for that purpose. The right of way may not be permanently occupied for any
reason except for provision of proper access to buildings or improvements to protect
buildings after gaining written approval from the City Manager.

(2) Placement of canopies and awnings within rights-of-way.

(a) APPLICABILITY — The provisions of this section shall apply only to commercial
establishments located within commercial zoning districts.

(b) WRITTEN APPROVAL REQUIRED - It shall be unlawful for any person to construct,
erect or affix any canopy or awning which is situated within or encroaches upon any
right-of-way owned or maintained by the city, unless and until such canopy or awning
placement shall have been approved by the city manager. Prior to review and action by
the city manager, the department of planning shall review each application. Concluding
its review, the department of planning shall make a recommendation on each
application under this section and forward its findings and recommendation to the city
manager, in writing, for review and consideration.



(c) MAINTENANCE — Any such canopy or awning shall be maintained in good condition.
If, upon inspection by the building inspector, such canopy or awning is determined by
the building inspector to be in a state of disrepair or is otherwise in violation of the
original approval, the applicant, owner or other responsible person shall be given
reasonable notice by the building inspector to undertake corrective action. Failure to
restore such canopy or awning to an acceptable condition or to otherwise comply with
the original approval may, upon order of the city council, result in the removal of the
canopy or awning at the property owner’s expense.

(d) CONDITIONS - The city council may impose any additional conditions as it may deem
necessary to protect the best interests of the city, its citizens and surrounding
properties.

(e) RESPONSIBILITY — The applicant, owner or other responsible person shall enter into a
written agreement with the city council to accept full responsibility for persons or
property injured as a result of the canopy or awning and to completely indemnify and
save harmless the city from any liability of any nature whatsoever regarding the canopy
or awning.

Entrance Construction.

(1) It shall be unlawful for any person to alter the curb of any street so as to create a curb
depression for the purpose of permitting vehicles to enter onto or exit from the city
streets, without a permit issued by the City Manager.

Sidewalk Construction.

(1) Installation of all curbs, sidewalks, and gutter shall be made in compliance with th e City
of Milford Standard Construction Specifications, most recent edition, available on the
City website. Written approval from the City shall be required prior to any work being
performed.

Excavation or Placement of Utilities.

(2) No person shall injure or tear up any pavement, dig any hole, ditch or drain in, or dig or
remove any soil, stone, earth, sand, or gravel from any street, public alley or public
ground in the city, without having first obtained a written permit from the City Manager
given in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

Permit or License Fee. A person desiring a permit required by the provisions of this chapter
shall pay such fee as may be established by the City Council.

No permit shall be issued to any person permitting or allowing the opening or the making of an
excavation in any street, sidewalk, public alley or public place, or any part thereof, until the
person making application for such permit shall have first executed to the city a good and
sufficient bond in the amount of 100% of the cost of the construction work, with sureties to be
approved by the City Manager, conditioned to indemnify and keep harmless the City from any
and all loss, cost, damage, expense or liability of any kind whatsoever, which the City may suffer
or to which it may be put or which may be recovered from it or on account of the issuance of



such permit or from or on account of any act or thing done by virtue of the authority given in
such permit or by reason of careless or improper guarding of said openings or excavation, or for
any damage, loss or expense to any person caused by or on account of the obstruction of any
street, sidewalk, public alley, or public space, or the tearing up, repairing or removing of such
street, sidewalk, public alley or public place, or part thereof. Upon satisfactory completion of
construction work, a maintenance bond in the amount of 10% shall be retained for a period of
one-year for the completed work within the right-of-way.

197-5. Pedestrian Safety

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person, other than a person in or on a vehicle, to be on a City Street

and approach any vehicle in operation within 200 feet of a traffic signal, except a vehicle that is
legally parked at the curb on the shoulder.

No person shall be upon a median of a City Street unless that person is in the process of crossing

the highway in a safety zone or crosswalk. It is prima facie evidence of a violation of this section
if a person stays on the median through two consecutive opportunities to cross the highway in a
legal manner under this Chapter and the State of Delaware traffic laws. This may include a
change in the traffic control signal or lack of traffic, as applicable. After such two consecutive
opportunities, such person shall not be considered to be “using the safety zone or crosswalk to
cross the highway.”

No operator of a vehicle shall park, stop or leave standing a vehicle on a City Street where

prohibited or suddenly decrease the speed of said vehicle or deviate from a traffic lane for the
purpose of responding to persons violating 197-5 A or B.

This ordinance applies to intersections at any street or right-of-way within the incorporated

boundaries of the City of Milford, but only for the first two hundred (200) feet of the
intersection as measured along the center lines where the two rights-of-way intersect.

§ 197-65. Responsibilities of Property Owners or Tenants.

A.

Property owners shall be responsible for maintaining, repairing, or replacing sidewalks adjacent
to their property, and for keeping sidewalks in good repair, in safe condition, free of snow, Ice,
and vegetation, and shall not permit hazards to either pedestrian or vehicular traffic to exist. All
sidewalks within, adjacent to, or approximately parallel to an owner's property line, although it
may be situated partially or wholly in a City right-of-way or easement, shall be considered the
property owner's responsibility. The City is responsible for repair of ADA curb ramp at
intersections; however, the property owner is responsible for the clearing snow, ice, and
vegetation.

It shall be unlawful for the owner or occupant of any premises abutting upon a sidewalk to
permit or allow snow or ice to remain thereon for longer than 12 hours of daylight after it has
ceased snowing, or to permit debris or other materials to accumulate at any time so that
pedestrians cannot conveniently and safely pass.

It is the responsibility of the owner or occupant of any premises abutting upon a sidewalk to
keep the landscaped area between the sidewalk and the curbline, or where no sidewalk exists



between the property line and curbline or paved street, maintained in accordance with the
standards set forth in the Property Maintenance Code of the City of Milford Chapter 174.

D. It shall be unlawful to sweep, blow or otherwise discharge grass clippings into any street,
sidewalk, storm drain, or water course more than incidental amounts of grass.

E. All persons occupying commercial establishments or premises fronting on any street or public
place shall keep the sidewalk immediately front of the premises clear of debris or other
materials so that pedestrians may conveniently pass, and shall not sell, display or advertise
goods or services on the sidewalk. Further, upon obtaining special permission from the City
Manager (or his/her designee), such persons may utilize, for the display of merchandise, areas
within the sidewalk right-of-way.

F. It shall be unlawful and a nuisance for any person to obstruct or obscure, or permit to be
obstructed or obscured, the light from any streetlight erected by the authority of the city, by
erecting any object upon or over any street or sidewalk. If, within five days after receiving a
notice from the City Manager to remove the obstruction, the violator fails to comply with the
notice, the City Manager shall proceed to have the obstruction removed and shall charge the
cost of removal to the violator.

G. The following clearances must be maintained for the proper flow of vehicular and pedestrian
traffic along all streets and sidewalks.

(1) Vision Clearance Areas. Vision clearance areas are triangular-shaped areas located at
the intersection of any combination of right-of-ways, alleys, or driveways. The sides of
the triangle extend 25 feet from the intersection of the right-of-way, alley or driveway in
either/each direction. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained as to not
obscure an intersection vision clearance. No fences or other structures shall be erected
as to interfere with the required vision clearance.

(2) Vehicle Area Clearances. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained to
provide at least 14 feet of vertical clearance between the street and the bottom of the
vegetation to allow the safe passage of vehicular traffic.

(3) Pedestrian Area Clearances. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained to
provide at least 8 feet of vertical clearance between the sidewalk and the bottom of the
vegetation to allow the safe passage of pedestrians and a minimum passing area the
width of the sidewalk or 3 feet whichever is greater.

H. Violations; penalties. Any person(s) violating any provision of this section shall be fined as
provided for in the Code of the City of Milford, Chapter 1, General Provisions.

§ 197-76. Speed reduction devices.

A. Prohibited. Any device used as a means of speed reduction on a city street, drive, parking lot, or
any other driven surface, which causes a change in elevation is prohibited unless permission
from the City Manager is obtained.



Permitted. Speed cushions may be installed on privately owned commercial property, at the
owner’s expense.

Installation and Design Standards. Installation and design standards for speed reduction devices
shall be in accordance with the Delaware Traffic Calming Design Manual.

§ 197-87. - Litter, refuse, and debris.

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to cast, throw, drop, place, or otherwise cause or permit to be
located upon, in, or about any public street, sidewalk, alley or any private or public property
adjacent thereto, any litter, refuse, or debris.

(1) Exception. Items permitted and regulated in Chapter 193.

§ 197-98. - Throwing and kicking objects and playing games in streets.

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to throw, kick or project, in any manner whatsoever, any stone,
ball or other object in the city streets, or to play or practice athletic games, pitching pennies and like
games on the city streets, unless a specific area has been officially designated for those purposes by
the city manager. Basketball hoop standards, skate board ramps, hockey nets, soccer goals, and
other such devices shall not be placed within the street or right-of-way.

ARTICLE Il — Streets and Right of Way

§ 197-109. Street Design.

A. All streets construction, including pavement section, curb ramps, curb cuts and other right-of-way
improvements shall be in accordance with Chapter 200 Subdivision of Land and the City’s Standard
Construction Specifications.

§ 197-116. Street name change procedure

A.

Recognizing that changing the name of a city street already named is a complicated and
expensive procedure affecting many departments and many persons, the following procedure is
adopted:

(1)

(2)

PETITION — In order to initiate the procedure for changing the name of an existing street, a
petition of other formal request must be received from a majority of the property owners
abutting on the street in question, which documentation must be submitted to the Planning
Director for further processing. The Planning Director shall verify that the requirements of a
majority of the owners has been met. If the petition or other documentation does not meet
this requirement, then the request shall be summarily dismissed by the city clerk and the
person or persons presenting such request shall be notified.

COMMENTS TO COMMITTEE — Once the requirements of subsection (1) of this section have
been met, the Planning Director shall refer the request to the development advisory
committee (DAC) to obtain comments of all involved parties, specifically including the police
department, fire department, public works department, department of planning and city
manager. The response from the DAC shall be submitted to the city clerk.



(3) PLANNING COMMISSION REVIEW — The Planning Director shall refer the petition and the
DAC comments directly to the planning commission for its review and recommendation
regarding the request. No public hearing is required before the planning commission and
the planning commission shall recommend approval of the change of name or disapproval
of the change of name, along with its reasons.

(4) NOTICE OF HEARING — Upon recommendation from the Planning Commission, a public
hearing shall be scheduled for a regular council meeting regarding the request, and notice of
the public hearing shall be given by placing such notice in one edition of a local newspaper,
to be published at least ten days prior to the date of the public hearing before the city
council.

(5) COUNCIL HEARING —The council shall hear public comments, and shall, at the conclusion of
the public hearing, vote to approve the change of name or to disapprove the change of
name. An affirmative vote to change the name shall require an affirmative vote of two-
thirds of all persons elected to the council. If the change of name is granted, then
notifications thereof shall be given to the city manager to implement the name change.

§ 197-124. Street Abandonment, Vacation, Auction or Sale

A. Definition. For purposes of this section, “Street” or “Public Street” shall consist of the entire
right-of-way, whether or not improved, including sidewalks, curbs, lanes, alleys, roadways,
streets, or other highways owned by, titled in the name of, or under the jurisdiction and control
of the City of Milford. “Street” does not include any road, street, highway, or other public way
under the jurisdiction and control of the Delaware Department of Transportation (or any
successor state agency).

B. Power of the City Council to Abandon, Vacate, Sell or Auction Public Streets. City Council has the
power and authority to abandon, vacate, sell or auction public streets or parts thereof,
whenever City Council may deem it to be in the best interest of the City of Milford. The adjacent
landowners of record have the first right to purchase or acquire any street being sold or
auctioned by the City of Milford.

C. Procedure. For any action taken under this section, the procedure to be followed is as follows.

(1) Upon its own motion, or upon a petition of the majority of the adjacent landowners to the
street, the City Council may adopt a Resolution that identifies the street or any portion
thereof and states the action being considered. The Resolution must include a general
description of the street, and the time, place and date of the hearing when City Council will
consider the matter and allow any interested parties to appear and comment thereon.

(2) A copy of said Resolution shall be sent via certified mail to all adjacent landowners of
record, the county in which the street is located, and the Delaware Department of
Transportation at least 10 days before the scheduled hearing.

(3) A copy of the Resolution shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation within the
City of Milford once a week for two consecutive weeks prior to the date fixed for the
hearing.



(4) City Council may, following the hearing affording any interested persons an opportunity to
be heard, take any such action by adoption of a resolution that must provide a legal
description of such street or portion thereof and state whether such street or portion
thereof to be abandoned, vacated, sold or auctioned.

(5) Upon adoption of the resolution, the street as described will cease to exist as a public street.
If the action taken involves the vacation or abandonment of the street, the persons entitled
to enclose the street may proceed to use and occupy the vacated street. The City of Milford
may convey to any purchaser or adjacent landowner any interest the City of Milford may
have in the street.

Article Il = Curb Cuts.

§ 197-132. Entrance Permit Required.

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to alter the curb of any street without a permit issued by the city
manager or designee.

Entrances shall comply with the requirements of Chapter 230 Zoning and the City’s Standard
Construction Specifications.

Article IV — Sidewalks.

§ 197-143. Sidewalk Specifications.

A

Sidewalks shall be located as outlined in Chapter 200 Subdivision of Land and meet the
requirements of the City’s Standard Construction Specifications.

The City Engineer shall maintain specifications regarding the installation of sidewalks and inspect
and approve all construction of sidewalks.

§ 197-154. - Responsibility of installation.

A.

In all new construction sites and subdivisions, the City shall require the builder or developer to install
curb, gutter and sidewalk in cases where no such improvements previously existed or where, if in
existence, they are in need of repair. Issuance of a certificate of occupancy by the City will be
contingent upon compliance. In proposed developments, the City Council may, at its discretion,
waive the requirement to install curb, gutter and sidewalk.

Existing residences and commercial establishments which are desirous of having curb, gutter and
sidewalk installed where no such improvements currently exist may petition the City Engineer for
permission to install said improvements. The City, at it's own discretion, may install curb and gutter
at the City’s expense. Upon approval of the City Engineer, the property owner may install sidewalks
at their own expense. The City Engineer shall provide lines and grades, in writing, for said
installations.

The City Council may order the installation of sidewalks at existing residents and commercial
businesses, where sidewalks do not exist, at the property owner’s expense, and the property owner
shall, within 365 days, shall make the improvements.

§ 197-165. - Responsibility for costs; financing.

A.

In all areas of new construction, the full cost of installation of curb, gutter and sidewalk shall be borne
by the property owner, builder or developer at the time of construction. Where the City Council has



waived the requirement for sidewalk installation a fee shall be assessed in the approximate amount
of installation costs to be placed into escrow for construction by the City at a future date.

In instances where sidewalk installation, repair or replacement is required, the property owner shall
be given the opportunity to finance such improvements through a method of reimbursement to the
City, which shall not exceed 60 equal consecutive monthly payments.

Owners who are in arrears on said payments for a period of 90 days will be subject to legal action
and/or a lien being placed upon the property where improvements were made.

Property owners who meet the low-income criteria may apply for financial assistance, provided the
City funding is available, for the cost of sidewalk repair or replacement.

§ 197-176. - Specifications

Installation of all curbs, sidewalks, and gutter shall be made in compliance with Standard Specifications
for Installation of Utility Construction Projects and Subdivision Pavement Design, most recent edition.

§ 197-18%. - Conditions requiring repair or removal and replacement of sidewalks.

All City sidewalks shall be maintained in compliance with current American with Disabilities Act
requirements. In addition, sidewalks exhibiting a likelihood of failure within a 4 year period such as
those with extensive cracking or heaving may require replacement prior to falling out of ADA
compliance. The repair of a sidewalk shall be at the City Engineer's discretion to determine if a sidewalk
requires repair.

§ 197-198. - City to perform work.

A

Upon the neglect of any property owner to comply with any of the requirements provided in the
preceding sections, the City may, after 90 days and after duly notifying the property owner, cause
the repairing, removal and replacement, or removal of obstructions and/or guttering to be done at
the cost of such owner and may collect the cost thereof, from such owner, and may file a municipal
lien therefor or collect the same by an action in assumpsits.

All such notices shall be served upon the owner of the premises to which the notice refers. If the
owner is not a resident, such notice may be served upon the agent or tenant of the owner or upon
the occupant of such premises. If the owner, agent or tenant cannot be located, then service shall be
by notice posted on the premises.

The property owner is to contact the City Engineer within 30 days of receipt of the notice with a
schedule of work, the name of the contractor, a cost estimate and any other information.

Upon receiving the notice, the property owner is required to obtain the appropriate permit for
construction or reconstruction of said sidewalks and pay the appropriate fees as established by City
Council.

§ 197-2049. - Stop orders.

If any property owner shall commence, or permit others to commence, the repair or removal and
replacement of any sidewalk not in compliance with this chapter or not in compliance with
specifications provided by the City Engineer, said Code Enforcement Officer is authorized to issue a stop
order directed to the property owner and serve it upon the property owner. Upon service of such stop
order, all repair or removal and replacement shall immediately cease.



§ 197-216. - Liability.

Nothing in this chapter, including the issuing of a permit or a compliance certificate, shall be construed
to hold the City of Milford liable for any failure due to faulty construction or any other act in connection
with sidewalk construction.

ARTICLE V - Storm Sewers
§ 197-224. General

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to tap or have tapped any public storm sewer without a
permit from the City Manager.

B. Public storm sewers shall be designed and constructed according to the City’s Construction
Standards and Specifications and Delaware Stormwater Management Regulations.

§ 197-232. Prohibited discharges into system.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person or group of persons to throw, place or deposit, or attempt to
throw, place or deposit, or cause to be thrown, placed or deposited, any article, object or
substance in any of the storm sewers or into any of the inlets into the storm sewers of the city,
or into any of the streets, lanes, alleys or gutters of the streets in the city from which such
article, object or substance would be likely to enter into the storm sewers of the city, which
object, or substance would injure in any manner said storm sewer system or area into which
such storm sewers empty.

§ 197-243. Authority to enter and inspect private property.

A. The City Manager and their authorized agents shall have the authority to enter upon any lands
as may reasonably be necessary to discharge their duties pursuant to this chapter. Pursuant to
the entry, the city manager and their authorized agents shall properly discharge their duties,
which may include inspection, conveyance or removal of materials necessary for construction
upon the land or improvement or repair of any drain, gutter, storm sewer, manhole or natural
watercourse.

§ 197-254. Violations.

A. Whenever the City Manager or their authorized agents shall determine that a condition exists
which violates any portion of this chapter, the City Manager or their authorized agents shall
notify the property owner or occupant of the specific violation.

B. Unless the condition is remedied within ten days after notice is given, the city may cause the
condition to be remedied and assess the cost thereof against the property owner.

C. Any person violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall, upon conviction therefore, pay
to the city the cost of any of the repairs resulting from the violation and be subject to the
penalty provided in Chapter 1 General Provisions.

ARTICLE VI - Excavations.



§ 197-265. Interference with traffic or property.

A. The holder of a permit issued pursuant to this chapter shall take all appropriate measures to ensure
that, during the performance of the excavation work, traffic conditions shall be maintained as nearly
normal as practical at all times so as to cause as little inconvenience as possible to the occupants of
the abutting property and to the general public.

§ 197-276. Fire hydrants.

A. The excavation work shall be performed and conducted so as not to interfere with access to fire
hydrants. Materials or obstructions shall not be placed within 15 feet of fire hydrants.

§ 197-28+%. Drainage.

A. The holder of a permit issued pursuant to this chapter shall provide for the flow of all watercourses,
sewers or drains intercepted during the excavation work and shall make provision to take care of all
surplus water, muck, silt, slickings or other runoff pumped from the excavation or resulting from
sluicing or other operations and shall be responsible for any damage resulting from its failure to so
provide.

§ 197-298. Barricades.

A. All street and sidewalk excavations shall be properly protected by a fence or suitable barrier, and if
left open at night, in order to prevent injury to pedestrians or vehicles using the street or sidewalks,
by proper lights.

§ 197-3029. Repair of excavated areas.

A. When any excavation is made in a street or sidewalk, all earth and other materials taken up shall,
when the work is completed, be replaced by the person making the excavation. The earth shall be
rammed solid so as to be even with the street level and all paving shall be replaced so that the street
or sidewalk shall be in as good or better condition than before the excavation. Replacement work
shall be under the supervision of the city manager and, if he deems that it is improperly done, he
shall cause it to be properly done, charging the costs thereof to the person responsible.

§ 197-316. Required Inspections.

A. The City Manager shall make such inspections as are reasonably necessary to enforce this
chapter. He shall have the authority to promulgate and cause to be enforced such rules and
regulations as may be reasonably necessary to enforce and carry out the intent of this chapter.

ARTICLE VIl — Wireless Facilities within Rights-of-Way.

§ 197-3241. Applicability. The provisions of this section shall apply to the use of rights-of-way as
dedicated to the city or as otherwise maintained by the city.

§ 197-332. Definitions. The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this section, shall have
the meanings ascribed to them in this subsection, except where the context clearly indicates a different
meaning:



WIRELESS COMMUNICATIONS FACILITY (WCF) — An antenna facility or a wireless support structure that
is used for the provision of wireless service, whether such service is provided on a stand-alone basis or

commingled with other wireless communications services.

WIRELESS SUPPORT STRUCTURE — A freestanding structure, pole, tower, or other building, whether or
not it has an existing antenna facility, that is used or to be used to support the placement or installation
of a wireless communication facility for the provision of wireless service (whether on its own or
comingled with other types of services).

§ 197-343. Permit Required.

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to construct, erect or affix any wireless support structure
within or that encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city, unless and
until such use of the right-of-way shall have been approved. A rights-of-way use permit shall be
obtained from the city manager or their designee.

Each application for permit shall be accompanied by a fee as provided for in the Planning
Department Fee Schedule as adopted by City Council.

Each wireless support structure not owned or maintained by the city located within or that
encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city shall be subject to an annual
fee as provided for in the Planning Department Fee Schedule as adopted by City Council.

Construction, erection or placement of any wireless communication facility or wireless support
structure within or that encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city shall
be in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 230 Zoning, Chapter 88 Building Construction,
Appendix A Electric Rules and Regulations and other applicable City, State or Federal
Regulations.

ARTICLE VIII = Public Utilities

§ 197-354. Public Utilities.

A. Placement of any public utilities within the public right-of-way, either underground or overhead,

shall obtain a permit from the Public Works Department as outlined in Article | of this Chapter.
Public utilities shall be subject to a franchise agreement as approved by City Council.

It shall be unlawful for any person, company, city employee, or any employee of a contractor
engaged by the city, to make an attachment to or within Milford Electric Division (MED) facilities
without a valid, existing pole, duct, or conduit license agreement. All new or renewed pole, duct,
or conduit license agreements with the MED shall be adopted pursuant to this chapter. The
provisions of this chapter shall be deemed incorporated in each such agreement and shall be
limited in scope or application only to the extent agreed by the parties or required by applicable
federal or Delaware law. Notwithstanding the foregoing, MED may at its option enter into a
joint use agreement with another utility that owns or controls poles that are utilized by MED; in
such instances the terms of such joint use agreement may vary from the specifications of this
section to the extent reasonable to reflect the reciprocal nature of the joint use agreement.






Chapter 197 — STREETS, SIDEWALKS, STORM SEWERS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES
ARTICLE | - General Provisions
§ 197-1. - Purpose.

This chapter defines the use, maintenance and installation requirements of sidewalk, entrances, storm
sewer, streets and alleyways.

§ 197-2. - Definitions.
As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

ALLEY APPROACH — That portion of an alley between the curb and property line side of the sidewalk or
right-of-way.

AWNING - A piece or several pieces of canvas, plastic, metal or similar material joined together and
stretched over or attached to a frame to be affixed to the exterior of a building in front of a window or
doorway for the purposes of providing protection from the sun or weather, for ornamentation of the
building and/or for display of a business name or logo type.

CANOPY - A roof-like structure, projecting from a wall or supported on pillars, for the purposes of
providing protection from the sun or weather, ornamentation of the building and/or display of a
business name or logo type.

CITY ENGINEER — The City Engineer of the City of Milford or their duly authorized representative.
CITY MANAGER — The City Manager or their duly authorized representative.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER — The Code Enforcement Officer of the City of Milford or their duly
authorized representative.

DRAIN — means any pipe which carries water in a drainage system.
DRIVEWAY APPROACH — That portion of the driveway between the curb and the property line.

PANEL — Any defined section by joints, or score marks or an approximate square when joints do not
exist.

PRIVATE STORM SEWER — means any storm sewer not within the City ROW or otherwise dedicated to
and accepted by the City.

PROPERTY OWNER — Any natural individual or individuals, firm or firms, company or companies or
corporation owning real estate in the City of Milford.

PUBLIC — Any facility within the public right-of-way between the property line and street curb and
surfacing.

PUBLIC STORM SEWER — means any storm sewer owned by the City.

STORM SEWER — means any system used for conveying rain water, stormwater, surface water,
condensate, cooling water or similar liquid wastes, exclusive of sewage.



§ 197-3. Authority to temporarily close streets and sidewalks.

A.

The City Manager shall have the authority to temporarily close or block streets, sidewalks or
private entrances onto public streets to vehicular and pedestrian traffic when necessary for the
publics’ safety or to conduct work on streets or sidewalks.

Notification shall be provided to Milford Police Department, City Departments and the Carlisle
Fire Company.

Any street or sidewalk closure that occurs requires proper maintenance of traffic, pursuant to
the guidelines in the most recently amended Delaware Department of Transportation Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), and sidewalk accessibility, pursuant to the
guidelines laid out by the Americans with Disabilities Act.

Any roadway, lane or sidewalk closure request having direct and indirect impacts on a State of
Delaware right-of-way must inform the Special Events Manager with the Delaware Department
of Transportation Traffic Safety Section.

Emergency closures performed by emergency personnel including Police, Fire and Ambulatory
Services are not required to gain permission from the City Manager to obstruct streets and
sidewalks immediately preceding, during and shortly following emergency circumstances but
shall strive to maintain traffic control in a safe manner.

§ 197-4. Right of Way Use and Construction Permits.

Temporary occupation of the right of way. No person shall occupy or place any object,
building or structure that occupies the right of way on a temporary basis without first
obtaining written approval from the City Manager or designee for that purpose.

Permanent occupation of the right of way.

(1) No person shall occupy or place any object, building or structure that occupies the right
of way on a permanent basis without first obtaining written approval from the City
Manager for that purpose. The right of way may not be permanently occupied for any
reason except for provision of proper access to buildings or improvements to protect
buildings after gaining written approval from the City Manager.

(2) Placement of canopies and awnings within rights-of-way.

(a) APPLICABILITY — The provisions of this section shall apply only to commercial
establishments located within commercial zoning districts.

(b) WRITTEN APPROVAL REQUIRED - It shall be unlawful for any person to construct,
erect or affix any canopy or awning which is situated within or encroaches upon any
right-of-way owned or maintained by the city, unless and until such canopy or awning
placement shall have been approved by the city manager. Prior to review and action by
the city manager, the department of planning shall review each application. Concluding
its review, the department of planning shall make a recommendation on each
application under this section and forward its findings and recommendation to the city
manager, in writing, for review and consideration.



(c) MAINTENANCE — Any such canopy or awning shall be maintained in good condition.
If, upon inspection by the building inspector, such canopy or awning is determined by
the building inspector to be in a state of disrepair or is otherwise in violation of the
original approval, the applicant, owner or other responsible person shall be given
reasonable notice by the building inspector to undertake corrective action. Failure to
restore such canopy or awning to an acceptable condition or to otherwise comply with
the original approval may, upon order of the city council, result in the removal of the
canopy or awning at the property owner’s expense.

(d) CONDITIONS - The city council may impose any additional conditions as it may deem
necessary to protect the best interests of the city, its citizens and surrounding
properties.

(e) RESPONSIBILITY — The applicant, owner or other responsible person shall enter into a
written agreement with the city council to accept full responsibility for persons or
property injured as a result of the canopy or awning and to completely indemnify and
save harmless the city from any liability of any nature whatsoever regarding the canopy
or awning.

Entrance Construction.

(1) It shall be unlawful for any person to alter the curb of any street so as to create a curb
depression for the purpose of permitting vehicles to enter onto or exit from the city
streets, without a permit issued by the City Manager.

Sidewalk Construction.

(1) Installation of all curbs, sidewalks, and gutter shall be made in compliance with th e City
of Milford Standard Construction Specifications, most recent edition, available on the
City website. Written approval from the City shall be required prior to any work being
performed.

Excavation or Placement of Utilities.

(2) No person shall injure or tear up any pavement, dig any hole, ditch or drain in, or dig or
remove any soil, stone, earth, sand, or gravel from any street, public alley or public
ground in the city, without having first obtained a written permit from the City Manager
given in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

Permit or License Fee. A person desiring a permit required by the provisions of this chapter
shall pay such fee as may be established by the City Council.

No permit shall be issued to any person permitting or allowing the opening or the making of an
excavation in any street, sidewalk, public alley or public place, or any part thereof, until the
person making application for such permit shall have first executed to the city a good and
sufficient bond in the amount of 100% of the cost of the construction work, with sureties to be
approved by the City Manager, conditioned to indemnify and keep harmless the City from any
and all loss, cost, damage, expense or liability of any kind whatsoever, which the City may suffer
or to which it may be put or which may be recovered from it or on account of the issuance of



such permit or from or on account of any act or thing done by virtue of the authority given in
such permit or by reason of careless or improper guarding of said openings or excavation, or for
any damage, loss or expense to any person caused by or on account of the obstruction of any
street, sidewalk, public alley, or public space, or the tearing up, repairing or removing of such
street, sidewalk, public alley or public place, or part thereof. Upon satisfactory completion of
construction work, a maintenance bond in the amount of 10% shall be retained for a period of
one-year for the completed work within the right-of-way.

197-5. Pedestrian Safety

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person, other than a person in or on a vehicle, to be on a City Street

and approach any vehicle in operation within 200 feet of a traffic signal, except a vehicle that is
legally parked at the curb on the shoulder.

No person shall be upon a median of a City Street unless that person is in the process of crossing

the highway in a safety zone or crosswalk. It is prima facie evidence of a violation of this section
if a person stays on the median through two consecutive opportunities to cross the highway in a
legal manner under this Chapter and the State of Delaware traffic laws. This may include a
change in the traffic control signal or lack of traffic, as applicable. After such two consecutive
opportunities, such person shall not be considered to be “using the safety zone or crosswalk to
cross the highway.”

No operator of a vehicle shall park, stop or leave standing a vehicle on a City Street where

prohibited or suddenly decrease the speed of said vehicle or deviate from a traffic lane for the
purpose of responding to persons violating 197-5 A or B.

This ordinance applies to intersections at any street or right-of-way within the incorporated

boundaries of the City of Milford, but only for the first two hundred (200) feet of the
intersection as measured along the center lines where the two rights-of-way intersect.

§ 197-65. Responsibilities of Property Owners or Tenants.

A.

Property owners shall be responsible for maintaining, repairing, or replacing sidewalks adjacent
to their property, and for keeping sidewalks in good repair, in safe condition, free of snow, Ice,
and vegetation, and shall not permit hazards to either pedestrian or vehicular traffic to exist. All
sidewalks within, adjacent to, or approximately parallel to an owner's property line, although it
may be situated partially or wholly in a City right-of-way or easement, shall be considered the
property owner's responsibility. The City is responsible for repair of ADA curb ramp at
intersections; however, the property owner is responsible for the clearing snow, ice, and
vegetation.

It shall be unlawful for the owner or occupant of any premises abutting upon a sidewalk to
permit or allow snow or ice to remain thereon for longer than 12 hours of daylight after it has
ceased snowing, or to permit debris or other materials to accumulate at any time so that
pedestrians cannot conveniently and safely pass.

It is the responsibility of the owner or occupant of any premises abutting upon a sidewalk to
keep the landscaped area between the sidewalk and the curbline, or where no sidewalk exists



between the property line and curbline or paved street, maintained in accordance with the
standards set forth in the Property Maintenance Code of the City of Milford Chapter 174.

D. It shall be unlawful to sweep, blow or otherwise discharge grass clippings into any street,
sidewalk, storm drain, or water course more than incidental amounts of grass.

E. All persons occupying commercial establishments or premises fronting on any street or public
place shall keep the sidewalk immediately front of the premises clear of debris or other
materials so that pedestrians may conveniently pass, and shall not sell, display or advertise
goods or services on the sidewalk. Further, upon obtaining special permission from the City
Manager (or his/her designee), such persons may utilize, for the display of merchandise, areas
within the sidewalk right-of-way.

F. It shall be unlawful and a nuisance for any person to obstruct or obscure, or permit to be
obstructed or obscured, the light from any streetlight erected by the authority of the city, by
erecting any object upon or over any street or sidewalk. If, within five days after receiving a
notice from the City Manager to remove the obstruction, the violator fails to comply with the
notice, the City Manager shall proceed to have the obstruction removed and shall charge the
cost of removal to the violator.

G. The following clearances must be maintained for the proper flow of vehicular and pedestrian
traffic along all streets and sidewalks.

(1) Vision Clearance Areas. Vision clearance areas are triangular-shaped areas located at
the intersection of any combination of right-of-ways, alleys, or driveways. The sides of
the triangle extend 25 feet from the intersection of the right-of-way, alley or driveway in
either/each direction. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained as to not
obscure an intersection vision clearance. No fences or other structures shall be erected
as to interfere with the required vision clearance.

(2) Vehicle Area Clearances. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained to
provide at least 14 feet of vertical clearance between the street and the bottom of the
vegetation to allow the safe passage of vehicular traffic.

(3) Pedestrian Area Clearances. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained to
provide at least 8 feet of vertical clearance between the sidewalk and the bottom of the
vegetation to allow the safe passage of pedestrians and a minimum passing area the
width of the sidewalk or 3 feet whichever is greater.

H. Violations; penalties. Any person(s) violating any provision of this section shall be fined as
provided for in the Code of the City of Milford, Chapter 1, General Provisions.

§ 197-76. Speed reduction devices.

A. Prohibited. Any device used as a means of speed reduction on a city street, drive, parking lot, or
any other driven surface, which causes a change in elevation is prohibited unless permission
from the City Manager is obtained.



Permitted. Speed cushions may be installed on privately owned commercial property, at the
owner’s expense.

Installation and Design Standards. Installation and design standards for speed reduction devices
shall be in accordance with the Delaware Traffic Calming Design Manual.

§ 197-87. - Litter, refuse, and debris.

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to cast, throw, drop, place, or otherwise cause or permit to be
located upon, in, or about any public street, sidewalk, alley or any private or public property
adjacent thereto, any litter, refuse, or debris.

(1) Exception. Items permitted and regulated in Chapter 193.

§ 197-98. - Throwing and kicking objects and playing games in streets.

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to throw, kick or project, in any manner whatsoever, any stone,
ball or other object in the city streets, or to play or practice athletic games, pitching pennies and like
games on the city streets, unless a specific area has been officially designated for those purposes by
the city manager. Basketball hoop standards, skate board ramps, hockey nets, soccer goals, and
other such devices shall not be placed within the street or right-of-way.

ARTICLE Il — Streets and Right of Way

§ 197-109. Street Design.

A. All streets construction, including pavement section, curb ramps, curb cuts and other right-of-way
improvements shall be in accordance with Chapter 200 Subdivision of Land and the City’s Standard
Construction Specifications.

§ 197-116. Street name change procedure

A.

Recognizing that changing the name of a city street already named is a complicated and
expensive procedure affecting many departments and many persons, the following procedure is
adopted:

(1)

(2)

PETITION — In order to initiate the procedure for changing the name of an existing street, a
petition of other formal request must be received from a majority of the property owners
abutting on the street in question, which documentation must be submitted to the Planning
Director for further processing. The Planning Director shall verify that the requirements of a
majority of the owners has been met. If the petition or other documentation does not meet
this requirement, then the request shall be summarily dismissed by the city clerk and the
person or persons presenting such request shall be notified.

COMMENTS TO COMMITTEE — Once the requirements of subsection (1) of this section have
been met, the Planning Director shall refer the request to the development advisory
committee (DAC) to obtain comments of all involved parties, specifically including the police
department, fire department, public works department, department of planning and city
manager. The response from the DAC shall be submitted to the city clerk.



(3) PLANNING COMMISSION REVIEW — The Planning Director shall refer the petition and the
DAC comments directly to the planning commission for its review and recommendation
regarding the request. No public hearing is required before the planning commission and
the planning commission shall recommend approval of the change of name or disapproval
of the change of name, along with its reasons.

(4) NOTICE OF HEARING — Upon recommendation from the Planning Commission, a public
hearing shall be scheduled for a regular council meeting regarding the request, and notice of
the public hearing shall be given by placing such notice in one edition of a local newspaper,
to be published at least ten days prior to the date of the public hearing before the city
council.

(5) COUNCIL HEARING —The council shall hear public comments, and shall, at the conclusion of
the public hearing, vote to approve the change of name or to disapprove the change of
name. An affirmative vote to change the name shall require an affirmative vote of two-
thirds of all persons elected to the council. If the change of name is granted, then
notifications thereof shall be given to the city manager to implement the name change.

§ 197-124. Street Abandonment, Vacation, Auction or Sale

A. Definition. For purposes of this section, “Street” or “Public Street” shall consist of the entire
right-of-way, whether or not improved, including sidewalks, curbs, lanes, alleys, roadways,
streets, or other highways owned by, titled in the name of, or under the jurisdiction and control
of the City of Milford. “Street” does not include any road, street, highway, or other public way
under the jurisdiction and control of the Delaware Department of Transportation (or any
successor state agency).

B. Power of the City Council to Abandon, Vacate, Sell or Auction Public Streets. City Council has the
power and authority to abandon, vacate, sell or auction public streets or parts thereof,
whenever City Council may deem it to be in the best interest of the City of Milford. The adjacent
landowners of record have the first right to purchase or acquire any street being sold or
auctioned by the City of Milford.

C. Procedure. For any action taken under this section, the procedure to be followed is as follows.

(1) Upon its own motion, or upon a petition of the majority of the adjacent landowners to the
street, the City Council may adopt a Resolution that identifies the street or any portion
thereof and states the action being considered. The Resolution must include a general
description of the street, and the time, place and date of the hearing when City Council will
consider the matter and allow any interested parties to appear and comment thereon.

(2) A copy of said Resolution shall be sent via certified mail to all adjacent landowners of
record, the county in which the street is located, and the Delaware Department of
Transportation at least 10 days before the scheduled hearing.

(3) A copy of the Resolution shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation within the
City of Milford once a week for two consecutive weeks prior to the date fixed for the
hearing.



(4) City Council may, following the hearing affording any interested persons an opportunity to
be heard, take any such action by adoption of a resolution that must provide a legal
description of such street or portion thereof and state whether such street or portion
thereof to be abandoned, vacated, sold or auctioned.

(5) Upon adoption of the resolution, the street as described will cease to exist as a public street.
If the action taken involves the vacation or abandonment of the street, the persons entitled
to enclose the street may proceed to use and occupy the vacated street. The City of Milford
may convey to any purchaser or adjacent landowner any interest the City of Milford may
have in the street.

Article Il = Curb Cuts.

§ 197-132. Entrance Permit Required.

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to alter the curb of any street without a permit issued by the city
manager or designee.

Entrances shall comply with the requirements of Chapter 230 Zoning and the City’s Standard
Construction Specifications.

Article IV — Sidewalks.

§ 197-143. Sidewalk Specifications.

A

Sidewalks shall be located as outlined in Chapter 200 Subdivision of Land and meet the
requirements of the City’s Standard Construction Specifications.

The City Engineer shall maintain specifications regarding the installation of sidewalks and inspect
and approve all construction of sidewalks.

§ 197-154. - Responsibility of installation.

A.

In all new construction sites and subdivisions, the City shall require the builder or developer to install
curb, gutter and sidewalk in cases where no such improvements previously existed or where, if in
existence, they are in need of repair. Issuance of a certificate of occupancy by the City will be
contingent upon compliance. In proposed developments, the City Council may, at its discretion,
waive the requirement to install curb, gutter and sidewalk.

Existing residences and commercial establishments which are desirous of having curb, gutter and
sidewalk installed where no such improvements currently exist may petition the City Engineer for
permission to install said improvements. The City, at it's own discretion, may install curb and gutter
at the City’s expense. Upon approval of the City Engineer, the property owner may install sidewalks
at their own expense. The City Engineer shall provide lines and grades, in writing, for said
installations.

The City Council may order the installation of sidewalks at existing residents and commercial
businesses, where sidewalks do not exist, at the property owner’s expense, and the property owner
shall, within 365 days, shall make the improvements.

§ 197-165. - Responsibility for costs; financing.

A.

In all areas of new construction, the full cost of installation of curb, gutter and sidewalk shall be borne
by the property owner, builder or developer at the time of construction. Where the City Council has



waived the requirement for sidewalk installation a fee shall be assessed in the approximate amount
of installation costs to be placed into escrow for construction by the City at a future date.

In instances where sidewalk installation, repair or replacement is required, the property owner shall
be given the opportunity to finance such improvements through a method of reimbursement to the
City, which shall not exceed 60 equal consecutive monthly payments.

Owners who are in arrears on said payments for a period of 90 days will be subject to legal action
and/or a lien being placed upon the property where improvements were made.

Property owners who meet the low-income criteria may apply for financial assistance, provided the
City funding is available, for the cost of sidewalk repair or replacement.

§ 197-176. - Specifications

Installation of all curbs, sidewalks, and gutter shall be made in compliance with Standard Specifications
for Installation of Utility Construction Projects and Subdivision Pavement Design, most recent edition.

§ 197-18%. - Conditions requiring repair or removal and replacement of sidewalks.

All City sidewalks shall be maintained in compliance with current American with Disabilities Act
requirements. In addition, sidewalks exhibiting a likelihood of failure within a 4 year period such as
those with extensive cracking or heaving may require replacement prior to falling out of ADA
compliance. The repair of a sidewalk shall be at the City Engineer's discretion to determine if a sidewalk
requires repair.

§ 197-198. - City to perform work.

A

Upon the neglect of any property owner to comply with any of the requirements provided in the
preceding sections, the City may, after 90 days and after duly notifying the property owner, cause
the repairing, removal and replacement, or removal of obstructions and/or guttering to be done at
the cost of such owner and may collect the cost thereof, from such owner, and may file a municipal
lien therefor or collect the same by an action in assumpsits.

All such notices shall be served upon the owner of the premises to which the notice refers. If the
owner is not a resident, such notice may be served upon the agent or tenant of the owner or upon
the occupant of such premises. If the owner, agent or tenant cannot be located, then service shall be
by notice posted on the premises.

The property owner is to contact the City Engineer within 30 days of receipt of the notice with a
schedule of work, the name of the contractor, a cost estimate and any other information.

Upon receiving the notice, the property owner is required to obtain the appropriate permit for
construction or reconstruction of said sidewalks and pay the appropriate fees as established by City
Council.

§ 197-2049. - Stop orders.

If any property owner shall commence, or permit others to commence, the repair or removal and
replacement of any sidewalk not in compliance with this chapter or not in compliance with
specifications provided by the City Engineer, said Code Enforcement Officer is authorized to issue a stop
order directed to the property owner and serve it upon the property owner. Upon service of such stop
order, all repair or removal and replacement shall immediately cease.



§ 197-216. - Liability.

Nothing in this chapter, including the issuing of a permit or a compliance certificate, shall be construed
to hold the City of Milford liable for any failure due to faulty construction or any other act in connection
with sidewalk construction.

ARTICLE V - Storm Sewers
§ 197-224. General

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to tap or have tapped any public storm sewer without a
permit from the City Manager.

B. Public storm sewers shall be designed and constructed according to the City’s Construction
Standards and Specifications and Delaware Stormwater Management Regulations.

§ 197-232. Prohibited discharges into system.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person or group of persons to throw, place or deposit, or attempt to
throw, place or deposit, or cause to be thrown, placed or deposited, any article, object or
substance in any of the storm sewers or into any of the inlets into the storm sewers of the city,
or into any of the streets, lanes, alleys or gutters of the streets in the city from which such
article, object or substance would be likely to enter into the storm sewers of the city, which
object, or substance would injure in any manner said storm sewer system or area into which
such storm sewers empty.

§ 197-243. Authority to enter and inspect private property.

A. The City Manager and their authorized agents shall have the authority to enter upon any lands
as may reasonably be necessary to discharge their duties pursuant to this chapter. Pursuant to
the entry, the city manager and their authorized agents shall properly discharge their duties,
which may include inspection, conveyance or removal of materials necessary for construction
upon the land or improvement or repair of any drain, gutter, storm sewer, manhole or natural
watercourse.

§ 197-254. Violations.

A. Whenever the City Manager or their authorized agents shall determine that a condition exists
which violates any portion of this chapter, the City Manager or their authorized agents shall
notify the property owner or occupant of the specific violation.

B. Unless the condition is remedied within ten days after notice is given, the city may cause the
condition to be remedied and assess the cost thereof against the property owner.

C. Any person violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall, upon conviction therefore, pay
to the city the cost of any of the repairs resulting from the violation and be subject to the
penalty provided in Chapter 1 General Provisions.

ARTICLE VI - Excavations.



§ 197-265. Interference with traffic or property.

A. The holder of a permit issued pursuant to this chapter shall take all appropriate measures to ensure
that, during the performance of the excavation work, traffic conditions shall be maintained as nearly
normal as practical at all times so as to cause as little inconvenience as possible to the occupants of
the abutting property and to the general public.

§ 197-276. Fire hydrants.

A. The excavation work shall be performed and conducted so as not to interfere with access to fire
hydrants. Materials or obstructions shall not be placed within 15 feet of fire hydrants.

§ 197-28+%. Drainage.

A. The holder of a permit issued pursuant to this chapter shall provide for the flow of all watercourses,
sewers or drains intercepted during the excavation work and shall make provision to take care of all
surplus water, muck, silt, slickings or other runoff pumped from the excavation or resulting from
sluicing or other operations and shall be responsible for any damage resulting from its failure to so
provide.

§ 197-298. Barricades.

A. All street and sidewalk excavations shall be properly protected by a fence or suitable barrier, and if
left open at night, in order to prevent injury to pedestrians or vehicles using the street or sidewalks,
by proper lights.

§ 197-3029. Repair of excavated areas.

A. When any excavation is made in a street or sidewalk, all earth and other materials taken up shall,
when the work is completed, be replaced by the person making the excavation. The earth shall be
rammed solid so as to be even with the street level and all paving shall be replaced so that the street
or sidewalk shall be in as good or better condition than before the excavation. Replacement work
shall be under the supervision of the city manager and, if he deems that it is improperly done, he
shall cause it to be properly done, charging the costs thereof to the person responsible.

§ 197-316. Required Inspections.

A. The City Manager shall make such inspections as are reasonably necessary to enforce this
chapter. He shall have the authority to promulgate and cause to be enforced such rules and
regulations as may be reasonably necessary to enforce and carry out the intent of this chapter.

ARTICLE VIl — Wireless Facilities within Rights-of-Way.

§ 197-3241. Applicability. The provisions of this section shall apply to the use of rights-of-way as
dedicated to the city or as otherwise maintained by the city.

§ 197-332. Definitions. The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this section, shall have
the meanings ascribed to them in this subsection, except where the context clearly indicates a different
meaning:



WIRELESS COMMUNICATIONS FACILITY (WCF) — An antenna facility or a wireless support structure that
is used for the provision of wireless service, whether such service is provided on a stand-alone basis or

commingled with other wireless communications services.

WIRELESS SUPPORT STRUCTURE — A freestanding structure, pole, tower, or other building, whether or
not it has an existing antenna facility, that is used or to be used to support the placement or installation
of a wireless communication facility for the provision of wireless service (whether on its own or
comingled with other types of services).

§ 197-343. Permit Required.

A.

It shall be unlawful for any person to construct, erect or affix any wireless support structure
within or that encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city, unless and
until such use of the right-of-way shall have been approved. A rights-of-way use permit shall be
obtained from the city manager or their designee.

Each application for permit shall be accompanied by a fee as provided for in the Planning
Department Fee Schedule as adopted by City Council.

Each wireless support structure not owned or maintained by the city located within or that
encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city shall be subject to an annual
fee as provided for in the Planning Department Fee Schedule as adopted by City Council.

Construction, erection or placement of any wireless communication facility or wireless support
structure within or that encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city shall
be in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 230 Zoning, Chapter 88 Building Construction,
Appendix A Electric Rules and Regulations and other applicable City, State or Federal
Regulations.

ARTICLE VIII = Public Utilities

§ 197-354. Public Utilities.

A. Placement of any public utilities within the public right-of-way, either underground or overhead,

shall obtain a permit from the Public Works Department as outlined in Article | of this Chapter.
Public utilities shall be subject to a franchise agreement as approved by City Council.

It shall be unlawful for any person, company, city employee, or any employee of a contractor
engaged by the city, to make an attachment to or within Milford Electric Division (MED) facilities
without a valid, existing pole, duct, or conduit license agreement. All new or renewed pole, duct,
or conduit license agreements with the MED shall be adopted pursuant to this chapter. The
provisions of this chapter shall be deemed incorporated in each such agreement and shall be
limited in scope or application only to the extent agreed by the parties or required by applicable
federal or Delaware law. Notwithstanding the foregoing, MED may at its option enter into a
joint use agreement with another utility that owns or controls poles that are utilized by MED; in
such instances the terms of such joint use agreement may vary from the specifications of this
section to the extent reasonable to reflect the reciprocal nature of the joint use agreement.






Chapter 197 STREETS, SIDEWALKS, STORM SEWERS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES

ARTICLE | General Provisions

§ 197-1. Purpose.

This chapter defines the use, maintenance and installation requirements of sidewalk, entrances, storm

sewer, streets and alleyways.

§ 197-2. Definitions.

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

ALLEY APPROACH — That portion of an alley between the curb and property line side of the sidewalk or

right-of-way.

AWNING — A piece or several pieces of canvas, plastic, metal or similar material joined together and

stretched over or attached to a frame to be affixed to the exterior of a building in front of a window or

doorway for the purposes of providing protection from the sun or weather, for ornamentation of the
building and/or for display of a business name or logo type.

CANOPY — A roof-like structure, projecting from a wall or supported on pillars, for the purposes of

providing protection from the sun or weather, ornamentation of the building and/or display of a

business name or logo type.

CITY ENGINEER — The City Engineer of the City of Milford or their duly authorized representative.

CITY MANAGER — The City Manager or their duly authorized representative.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER — The Code Enforcement Officer of the City of Milford or their duly

authorized representative.

DRAIN — means any pipe which carries water in a drainage system.

DRIVEWAY APPROACH — That portion of the driveway between the curb and the property line.

PANEL — Any defined section by joints, or score marks or an approximate square when joints do not

exist.

PRIVATE STORM SEWER — Means any storm sewer not within the City ROW or otherwise dedicated to

and accepted by the City.

PROPERTY OWNER — Any natural individual or individuals, firm or firms, company or companies or

corporation owning real estate in the City of Milford.

PUBLIC — Any facility within the public right-of-way between the property line and street curb and

surfacing.

PUBLIC STORM SEWER — Means any storm sewer owned by the City.

STORM SEWER — Means any system used for conveying rain water, stormwater, surface water,

condensate, cooling water or similar liquid wastes, exclusive of sewage.

§ 197-3. Authority to temporarily close streets and sidewalks.

A. The City Manager shall have the authority to temporarily close or block streets, sidewalks or
private entrances onto public streets to vehicular and pedestrian traffic when necessary for the
publics' safety or to conduct work on streets or sidewalks.

B. Notification shall be provided to Milford Police Department, City Departments and the Carlisle Fire
Company.

C. Any street or sidewalk closure that occurs requires proper maintenance of traffic, pursuant to the
guidelines in the most recently amended Delaware Department of Transportation Manual on
Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), and sidewalk accessibility, pursuant to the guidelines laid
out by the Americans with Disabilities Act.

D. Anyroadway, lane or sidewalk closure request having direct and indirect impacts on a State of
Delaware right-of-way must inform the Special Events Manager with the Delaware Department of
Transportation Traffic Safety Section.

E. Emergency closures performed by emergency personnel including Police, Fire and Ambulatory
Services are not required to gain permission from the City Manager to obstruct streets and
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A.

D.

sidewalks immediately preceding, during and shortly following emergency circumstances but shall
strive to maintain traffic control in a safe manner.

§ 197-4. Right of way use and construction permits.

Temporary occupation of the right of way. No person shall occupy or place any object, building or
structure that occupies the right of way on a temporary basis without first obtaining written
approval from the City Manager or designee for that purpose.

Permanent occupation of the right of way.

No person shall occupy or place any object, building or structure that occupies the right of
way on a permanent basis without first obtaining written approval from the City Manager for
that purpose. The right of way may not be permanently occupied for any reason except for
provision of proper access to buildings or improvements to protect buildings after gaining
written approval from the City Manager.

Placement of canopies and awnings within rights-of-way.

APPLICABILITY - The provisions of this section shall apply only to commercial
establishments located within commercial zoning districts.

WRITTEN APPROVAL REQUIRED - It shall be unlawful for any person to construct, erect
or affix any canopy or awning which is situated within or encroaches upon any right-of-
way owned or maintained by the city, unless and until such canopy or awning placement
shall have been approved by the city manager. Prior to review and action by the city
manager, the department of planning shall review each application. Concluding its
review, the department of planning shall make a recommendation on each application
under this section and forward its findings and recommendation to the city manager, in
writing, for review and consideration.

MAINTENANCE - Any such canopy or awning shall be maintained in good condition. If,
upon inspection by the building inspector, such canopy or awning is determined by the
building inspector to be in a state of disrepair or is otherwise in violation of the original
approval, the applicant, owner or other responsible person shall be given reasonable
notice by the building inspector to undertake corrective action. Failure to restore such
canopy or awning to an acceptable condition or to otherwise comply with the original
approval may, upon order of the city council, result in the removal of the canopy or
awning at the property owner's expense.

CONDITIONS - The city council may impose any additional conditions as it may deem
necessary to protect the best interests of the city, its citizens and surrounding
properties.

RESPONSIBILITY - The applicant, owner or other responsible person shall enter into a
written agreement with the city council to accept full responsibility for persons or
property injured as a result of the canopy or awning and to completely indemnify and
save harmless the city from any liability of any nature whatsoever regarding the canopy
or awning.

Entrance Construction.
It shall be unlawful for any person to alter the curb of any street so as to create a curb
depression for the purpose of permitting vehicles to enter onto or exit from the city streets,

(1)

without a permit issued by the City Manager.

Sidewalk Construction.
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(1) Installation of all curbs, sidewalks, and gutter shall be made in compliance with the City of
Milford Standard Construction Specifications, most recent edition, available on the City
website. Written approval from the City shall be required prior to any work being performed.

Excavation or Placement of Utilities.

(1) No person shall injure or tear up any pavement, dig any hole, ditch or drain in, or dig or
remove any soil, stone, earth, sand, or gravel from any street, public alley or public ground in
the city, without having first obtained a written permit from the City Manager given in
accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

Permit or License Fee. A person desiring a permit required by the provisions of this chapter shall

pay such fee as may be established by the City Council.

No permit shall be issued to any person permitting or allowing the opening or the making of an

excavation in any street, sidewalk, public alley or public place, or any part thereof, until the person

making application for such permit shall have first executed to the city a good and sufficient bond
in the amount of 100% of the cost of the construction work, with sureties to be approved by the

City Manager, conditioned to indemnify and keep harmless the City from any and all loss, cost,

damage, expense or liability of any kind whatsoever, which the City may suffer or to which it may

be put or which may be recovered from it or on account of the issuance of such permit or from or
on account of any act or thing done by virtue of the authority given in such permit or by reason of
careless or improper guarding of said openings or excavation, or for any damage, loss or expense
to any person caused by or on account of the obstruction of any street, sidewalk, public alley, or
public space, or the tearing up, repairing or removing of such street, sidewalk, public alley or public
place, or part thereof. Upon satisfactory completion of construction work, a maintenance bond in
the amount of 10% shall be retained for a period of one-year for the completed work within the
right-of-way.

§ 197-5. Responsibilities of property owners or tenants.

A.

Property owners shall be responsible for maintaining, repairing, or replacing sidewalks adjacent to
their property, and for keeping sidewalks in good repair, in safe condition, free of snow, Ice, and
vegetation, and shall not permit hazards to either pedestrian or vehicular traffic to exist. All
sidewalks within, adjacent to, or approximately parallel to an owner's property line, although it
may be situated partially or wholly in a City right-of-way or easement, shall be considered the
property owner's responsibility. The City is responsible for repair of ADA curb ramp at
intersections; however, the property owner is responsible for the clearing snow, ice, and
vegetation.

It shall be unlawful for the owner or occupant of any premises abutting upon a sidewalk to permit
or allow snow or ice to remain thereon for longer than 12 hours of daylight after it has ceased
snowing, or to permit debris or other materials to accumulate at any time so that pedestrians
cannot conveniently and safely pass.

It is the responsibility of the owner or occupant of any premises abutting upon a sidewalk to keep
the landscaped area between the sidewalk and the curbline, or where no sidewalk exists between
the property line and curbline or paved street, maintained in accordance with the standards set
forth in the Property Maintenance Code of the City of Milford Chapter 174.

It shall be unlawful to sweep, blow or otherwise discharge grass clippings into any street, sidewalk,
storm drain, or water course more than incidental amounts of grass.

All persons occupying commercial establishments or premises fronting on any street or public
place shall keep the sidewalk immediately front of the premises clear of debris or other materials
so that pedestrians may conveniently pass, and shall not sell, display or advertise goods or services
on the sidewalk. Further, upon obtaining special permission from the City Manager (or his/her
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designee), such persons may utilize, for the display of merchandise, areas within the sidewalk

right-of-way.

F. It shall be unlawful and a nuisance for any person to obstruct or obscure, or permit to be
obstructed or obscured, the light from any streetlight erected by the authority of the city, by
erecting any object upon or over any street or sidewalk. If, within five days after receiving a notice
from the City Manager to remove the obstruction, the violator fails to comply with the notice, the
City Manager shall proceed to have the obstruction removed and shall charge the cost of removal
to the violator.

G. The following clearances must be maintained for the proper flow of vehicular and pedestrian traffic
along all streets and sidewalks.

(1) Vision Clearance Areas. Vision clearance areas are triangular-shaped areas located at the
intersection of any combination of rights-of-way, alleys, or driveways. The sides of the
triangle extend 25 feet from the intersection of the right-of-way, alley or driveway in
either/each direction. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained as to not
obscure an intersection vision clearance. No fences or other structures shall be erected as to
interfere with the required vision clearance.

(2) Vehicle Area Clearances. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained to provide at
least 14 feet of vertical clearance between the street and the bottom of the vegetation to
allow the safe passage of vehicular traffic.

(3) Pedestrian Area Clearances. Trees, bushes and other vegetation shall be maintained to
provide at least 8 feet of vertical clearance between the sidewalk and the bottom of the
vegetation to allow the safe passage of pedestrians and a minimum passing area the width of
the sidewalk or 3 feet whichever is greater.

H. Violations; penalties. Any person(s) violating any provision of this section shall be fined as provided
for in the Code of the City of Milford, Chapter 1, General Provisions.

§ 197-6. Speed reduction devices.

A. Prohibited. Any device used as a means of speed reduction on a city street, drive, parking lot, or
any other driven surface, which causes a change in elevation is prohibited unless permission from
the City Manager is obtained.

B. Permitted. Speed cushions may be installed on privately owned commercial property, at the
owner's expense.

C. Installation and Design Standards. Installation and design standards for speed reduction devices
shall be in accordance with the Delaware Traffic Calming Design Manual.

§ 197-7. Litter, refuse, and debris.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to cast, throw, drop, place, or otherwise cause or permit to be
located upon, in, or about any public street, sidewalk, alley or any private or public property
adjacent thereto, any litter, refuse, or debris.

(1) Exception. Items permitted and regulated in Chapter 193.

§ 197-8. Throwing and kicking objects and playing games in streets.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to throw, kick or project, in any manner whatsoever, any stone,
ball or other object in the city streets, or to play or practice athletic games, pitching pennies and
like games on the city streets, unless a specific area has been officially designated for those
purposes by the city manager. Basketball hoop standards, skate board ramps, hockey nets, soccer
goals, and other such devices shall not be placed within the street or right-of-way.

ARTICLE Il Streets and Right-of-Way
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§ 197-9. Street design.

A.

All streets construction, including pavement section, curb ramps, curb cuts and other right-of-way
improvements shall be in accordance with Chapter 200 Subdivision of Land and the City's Standard
Construction Specifications.

§ 197-10. Street name change procedure.

A.

Recognizing that changing the name of a city street already named is a complicated and expensive

procedure affecting many departments and many persons, the following procedure is adopted:

(1) Petition. In order to initiate the procedure for changing the name of an existing street, a
petition of other formal request must be received from a majority of the property owners
abutting on the street in question, which documentation must be submitted to the Planning
Director for further processing. The Planning Director shall verify that the requirements of a
majority of the owners has been met. If the petition or other documentation does not meet
this requirement, then the request shall be summarily dismissed by the city clerk and the
person or persons presenting such request shall be notified.

(2) Comments to Committee. Once the requirements of subsection (1) of this section have been
met, the Planning Director shall refer the request to the development advisory committee
(DAC) to obtain comments of all involved parties, specifically including the police department,
fire department, public works department, department of planning and city manager. The
response from the DAC shall be submitted to the city clerk.

(3) Planning Commission Review. The Planning Director shall refer the petition and the DAC
comments directly to the planning commission for its review and recommendation regarding
the request. No public hearing is required before the planning commission and the planning
commission shall recommend approval of the change of name or disapproval of the change of
name, along with its reasons.

(4) Notice of Hearing. Upon recommendation from the Planning Commission, a public hearing
shall be scheduled for a regular council meeting regarding the request, and notice of the
public hearing shall be given by placing such notice in one edition of a local newspaper, to be
published at least ten days prior to the date of the public hearing before the city council.

(5) Council Hearing. The council shall hear public comments, and shall, at the conclusion of the
public hearing, vote to approve the change of name or to disapprove the change of name. An
affirmative vote to change the name shall require an affirmative vote of two-thirds of all
persons elected to the council. If the change of name is granted, then notifications thereof
shall be given to the city manager to implement the name change.

§ 197-11. Street abandonment, vacation, auction or sale.

A.

Definition. For purposes of this section, "Street" or "Public Street" shall consist of the entire right-
of-way, whether or not improved, including sidewalks, curbs, lanes, alleys, roadways, streets, or
other highways owned by, titled in the name of, or under the jurisdiction and control of the City of
Milford. "Street" does not include any road, street, highway, or other public way under the
jurisdiction and control of the Delaware Department of Transportation (or any successor state
agency).

Power of the City Council to Abandon, Vacate, Sell or Auction Public Streets. City Council has the
power and authority to abandon, vacate, sell or auction public streets or parts thereof, whenever
City Council may deem it to be in the best interest of the City of Milford. The adjacent landowners
of record have the first right to purchase or acquire any street being sold or auctioned by the City
of Milford.

Procedure. For any action taken under this section, the procedure to be followed is as follows.

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1(1) Upon its own motion, or upon a petition of the majority of the adjacent landowners to the
street, the City Council may adopt a Resolution that identifies the street or any portion
thereof and states the action being considered. The Resolution must include a general
description of the street, and the time, place and date of the hearing when City Council will
consider the matter and allow any interested parties to appear and comment thereon.

(2) A copy of said Resolution shall be sent via certified mail to all adjacent landowners of record,
the county in which the street is located, and the Delaware Department of Transportation at
least 10 days before the scheduled hearing.

(3) A copy of the Resolution shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation within the
City of Milford once a week for two consecutive weeks prior to the date fixed for the hearing.

(4) City Council may, following the hearing affording any interested persons an opportunity to be
heard, take any such action by adoption of a resolution that must provide a legal description
of such street or portion thereof and state whether such street or portion thereof to be
abandoned, vacated, sold or auctioned.

(5) Upon adoption of the resolution, the street as described will cease to exist as a public street.
If the action taken involves the vacation or abandonment of the street, the persons entitled
to enclose the street may proceed to use and occupy the vacated street. The City of Milford
may convey to any purchaser or adjacent landowner any interest the City of Milford may have
in the street.

ARTICLE Ill Curb Cuts

§ 197-12. Entrance permit required.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to alter the curb of any street without a permit issued by the city
manager or designee.

B. Entrances shall comply with the requirements of Chapter 230 Zoning and the City's Standard
Construction Specifications.

ARTICLE IV Sidewalks

§ 197-13. Sidewalk specifications.

A. Sidewalks shall be located as outlined in Chapter 200 Subdivision of Land and meet the
requirements of the City's Standard Construction Specifications.

B. The City Engineer shall maintain specifications regarding the installation of sidewalks and inspect
and approve all construction of sidewalks.

§ 197-14. Responsibility of installation.

A. Inall new construction sites and subdivisions, the City shall require the builder or developer to
install curb, gutter and sidewalk in cases where no such improvements previously existed or where,
if in existence, they are in need of repair. Issuance of a certificate of occupancy by the City will be
contingent upon compliance. In proposed developments, the City Council may, at its discretion,
waive the requirement to install curb, gutter and sidewalk.

B. Existing residences and commercial establishments which are desirous of having curb, gutter and
sidewalk installed where no such improvements currently exist may petition the City Engineer for
permission to install said improvements. The City, at its own discretion, may install curb and gutter
at the City's expense. Upon approval of the City Engineer, the property owner may install sidewalks
at their own expense. The City Engineer shall provide lines and grades, in writing, for said
installations.

C. The City Council may order the installation of sidewalks at existing residents and commercial
businesses, where sidewalks do not exist, at the property owner's expense, and the property
owner shall, within 365 days, shall make the improvements.
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§ 197-15. Responsibility for costs; financing.

A. Inall areas of new construction, the full cost of installation of curb, gutter and sidewalk shall be
borne by the property owner, builder or developer at the time of construction. Where the City
Council has waived the requirement for sidewalk installation a fee shall be assessed in the
approximate amount of installation costs to be placed into escrow for construction by the City at a
future date.

B. Ininstances where sidewalk installation, repair or replacement is required, the property owner
shall be given the opportunity to finance such improvements through a method of reimbursement
to the City, which shall not exceed 60 equal consecutive monthly payments.

C. Owners who are in arrears on said payments for a period of 90 days will be subject to legal action
and/or a lien being placed upon the property where improvements were made.

D. Property owners who meet the low-income criteria may apply for financial assistance, provided the
City funding is available, for the cost of sidewalk repair or replacement.

§ 197-16. Specifications.

Installation of all curbs, sidewalks, and gutter shall be made in compliance with Standard Specifications

for Installation of Utility Construction Projects and Subdivision Pavement Design, most recent edition.

§ 197-17. Conditions requiring repair or removal and replacement of sidewalks.

All City sidewalks shall be maintained in compliance with current American with Disabilities Act

requirements. In addition, sidewalks exhibiting a likelihood of failure within a 4 year period such as

those with extensive cracking or heaving may require replacement prior to falling out of ADA
compliance. The repair of a sidewalk shall be at the City Engineer's discretion to determine if a sidewalk
requires repair.

§ 197-18. City to perform work.

A. Upon the neglect of any property owner to comply with any of the requirements provided in the
preceding sections, the City may, after 90 days and after duly notifying the property owner, cause
the repairing, removal and replacement, or removal of obstructions and/or guttering to be done at
the cost of such owner and may collect the cost thereof, from such owner, and may file a municipal
lien therefor or collect the same by an action in assumpsits.

B.  All such notices shall be served upon the owner of the premises to which the notice refers. If the
owner is not a resident, such notice may be served upon the agent or tenant of the owner or upon
the occupant of such premises. If the owner, agent or tenant cannot be located, then service shall
be by notice posted on the premises.

C. The property owner is to contact the City Engineer within 30 days of receipt of the notice with a
schedule of work, the name of the contractor, a cost estimate and any other information.

D. Upon receiving the notice, the property owner is required to obtain the appropriate permit for
construction or reconstruction of said sidewalks and pay the appropriate fees as established by City
Council.

§ 197-19. Stop orders.

If any property owner shall commence, or permit others to commence, the repair or removal and

replacement of any sidewalk not in compliance with this chapter or not in compliance with

specifications provided by the City Engineer, said Code Enforcement Officer is authorized to issue a stop
order directed to the property owner and serve it upon the property owner. Upon service of such stop
order, all repair or removal and replacement shall immediately cease.

§ 197-20. Liability.

Nothing in this chapter, including the issuing of a permit or a compliance certificate, shall be construed

to hold the City of Milford liable for any failure due to faulty construction or any other act in connection

with sidewalk construction.

ARTICLE V Storm Sewers
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§ 197-21. General.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to tap or have tapped any public storm sewer without a permit
from the City Manager.

B. Public storm sewers shall be designed and constructed according to the City's Construction
Standards and Specifications and Delaware Stormwater Management Regulations.

§ 197-22. Prohibited discharges into system.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person or group of persons to throw, place or deposit, or attempt to
throw, place or deposit, or cause to be thrown, placed or deposited, any article, object or
substance in any of the storm sewers or into any of the inlets into the storm sewers of the city, or
into any of the streets, lanes, alleys or gutters of the streets in the city from which such article,
object or substance would be likely to enter into the storm sewers of the city, which object, or
substance would injure in any manner said storm sewer system or area into which such storm
sewers empty.

§ 197-23. Authority to enter and inspect private property.

A. The City Manager and their authorized agents shall have the authority to enter upon any lands as
may reasonably be necessary to discharge their duties pursuant to this chapter. Pursuant to the
entry, the city manager and their authorized agents shall properly discharge their duties, which
may include inspection, conveyance or removal of materials necessary for construction upon the
land or improvement or repair of any drain, gutter, storm sewer, manhole or natural watercourse.

§ 197-24. Violations.

A.  Whenever the City Manager or their authorized agents shall determine that a condition exists
which violates any portion of this chapter, the City Manager or their authorized agents shall notify
the property owner or occupant of the specific violation.

B. Unless the condition is remedied within ten days after notice is given, the city may cause the
condition to be remedied and assess the cost thereof against the property owner.

C. Any person violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall, upon conviction therefore, pay to
the city the cost of any of the repairs resulting from the violation and be subject to the penalty
provided in Chapter 1 General Provisions.

ARTICLE VI Excavations

§ 197-25. Interference with traffic or property.

A. The holder of a permit issued pursuant to this chapter shall take all appropriate measures to
ensure that, during the performance of the excavation work, traffic conditions shall be maintained
as nearly normal as practical at all times so as to cause as little inconvenience as possible to the
occupants of the abutting property and to the general public.

§ 197-26. Fire hydrants.

A. The excavation work shall be performed and conducted so as not to interfere with access to fire
hydrants. Materials or obstructions shall not be placed within 15 feet of fire hydrants.

§ 197-27. Drainage.

A. The holder of a permit issued pursuant to this chapter shall provide for the flow of all
watercourses, sewers or drains intercepted during the excavation work and shall make provision to
take care of all surplus water, muck, silt, slickings or other runoff pumped from the excavation or
resulting from sluicing or other operations and shall be responsible for any damage resulting from
its failure to so provide.

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§ 197-28. Barricades.

A. All street and sidewalk excavations shall be properly protected by a fence or suitable barrier, and if
left open at night, in order to prevent injury to pedestrians or vehicles using the street or
sidewalks, by proper lights.

§ 197-29. Repair of excavated areas.

A.  When any excavation is made in a street or sidewalk, all earth and other materials taken up shall,
when the work is completed, be replaced by the person making the excavation. The earth shall be
rammed solid so as to be even with the street level and all paving shall be replaced so that the
street or sidewalk shall be in as good or better condition than before the excavation. Replacement
work shall be under the supervision of the city manager and, if he deems that it is improperly done,
he shall cause it to be properly done, charging the costs thereof to the person responsible.

§ 197-30. Required inspections.

A. The City Manager shall make such inspections as are reasonably necessary to enforce this chapter.
He shall have the authority to promulgate and cause to be enforced such rules and regulations as
may be reasonably necessary to enforce and carry out the intent of this chapter.

ARTICLE VIl Wireless Facilities within Rights-of-Way

§ 197-31. Applicability.

The provisions of this section shall apply to the use of rights-of-way as dedicated to the city or as

otherwise maintained by the city.

§ 197-32. Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this section, shall have the meanings ascribed to

them in this subsection, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

WIRELESS COMMUNICATIONS FACILITY (WCF) — An antenna facility or a wireless support structure that

is used for the provision of wireless service, whether such service is provided on a stand-alone basis or

commingled with other wireless communications services.

WIRELESS SUPPORT STRUCTURE — A freestanding structure, pole, tower, or other building, whether or

not it has an existing antenna facility, that is used or to be used to support the placement or installation

of a wireless communication facility for the provision of wireless service (whether on its own or
comingled with other types of services).

§ 197-33. Permit required.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to construct, erect or affix any wireless support structure within
or that encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city, unless and until such
use of the right-of-way shall have been approved. A rights-of-way use permit shall be obtained
from the city manager or their designee.

B. Each application for permit shall be accompanied by a fee as provided for in the Planning
Department Fee Schedule as adopted by City Council.

C. Each wireless support structure not owned or maintained by the city located within or that
encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city shall be subject to an annual
fee as provided for in the Planning Department Fee Schedule as adopted by City Council.

D. Construction, erection or placement of any wireless communication facility or wireless support
structure within or that encroaches upon any right-of-way owned or maintained by the city shall be
in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 230 Zoning, Chapter 88 Building Construction,
Appendix A Electric Rules and Regulations and other applicable City, State or Federal Regulations.

ARTICLE VIl Public Utilities

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§ 197-34. Public utilities.

A.

Placement of any public utilities within the public right-of-way, either underground or overhead,
shall obtain a permit from the Public Works Department as outlined in Article | of this Chapter.
Public utilities shall be subject to a franchise agreement as approved by City Council.

It shall be unlawful for any person, company, city employee, or any employee of a contractor
engaged by the city, to make an attachment to or within Milford Electric Division (MED) facilities
without a valid, existing pole, duct, or conduit license agreement. All new or renewed pole, duct, or
conduit license agreements with the MED shall be adopted pursuant to this chapter. The provisions
of this chapter shall be deemed incorporated in each such agreement and shall be limited in scope
or application only to the extent agreed by the parties or required by applicable federal or
Delaware law. Notwithstanding the foregoing, MED may at its option enter into a joint use
agreement with another utility that owns or controls poles that are utilized by MED; in such
instances the terms of such joint use agreement may vary from the specifications of this section to
the extent reasonable to reflect the reciprocal nature of the joint use agreement.

ARTICLE IX — Pedestrian Safety.

197-35 Purpose.

Promote pedestrian safety and ensure roadways and streets as described herein within the jurisdiction
of the City of Milford are safer for those traveling by foot.

A.

D.

It shall be unlawful for any person, other than a person in or on a vehicle, to be on a City Street
and approach any vehicle in operation within 200 feet of a traffic signal, except a vehicle that is
legally parked at the curb on the shoulder.

No person shall be upon a median of a City Street unless that person is in the process of crossing
the highway in a safety zone or crosswalk. It is prima facie evidence of a violation of this section
if a person stays on the median through two consecutive opportunities to cross the highway in a
legal manner under this Chapter and the State of Delaware traffic laws. This may include a
change in the traffic control signal or lack of traffic, as applicable. After such two consecutive
opportunities, such person shall not be considered to be “using the safety zone or crosswalk to
cross the highway.”

No operator of a vehicle shall park, stop or leave standing a vehicle on a City Street where
prohibited or suddenly decrease the speed of said vehicle or deviate from a traffic lane for the
purpose of responding to persons violating 197-5 A or B.

This ordinance applies to intersections at any street or right-of-way within the incorporated
boundaries of the City of Milford, but only for the first two hundred (200) feet of the
intersection as measured along the center lines where the two rights-of-way intersect.
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WHEREAS, the City of Milford has been experiencing an increase in individuals moving to within an
unsafe distance from busy intersections in the City limits; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Milford wishes to preserve pedestrian safety on and around
those busy intersections; and

WHEREAS, City Staff are seeking to prevent undue harm or injury to pedestrians without creating an
overly restrictive environment; and

WHEREAS, the Milford City Council held a Public Hearing on [INSERT DATE] to allow for additional public
comment and further review of the application, after which a final determination was made; and

WHEREAS, this ordinance becomes effective ten days following the date of its adoption.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED the City of Milford hereby ordains as follows:

Section 1. It is now unlawful for anyone to approach any vehicle in operation within 200 feet of a traffic
signal.

Section 2. Loitering on a median for an excessive amount of time is considered prima facie evidence of
violation of the above.

Section 3. No one may park or leave standing a vehicle where prohibited, or suddenly decrease the
speed of that vehicle to respond to persons violating the above.
